WORLD FAIR—DISPLAYS BY PERSONS
IN INSTITUTIONS.

AN Acr relating to the display and sale at the World Fair or
Century 21 Exposition of articles produced by persons
confined to state institutions; and adding a new section to
chapter 307, Laws of 1955 and to chapter 43.96 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioN 1. There is added to chapter 307, Laws
of 1955 and to chapter 43.96 RCW a new section to
read as follows:

The world fair commission shall provide the de-
partment of institutions with adequate space at the
World Fair or Century 21 Exposition for the dis-
play and sale of articles produced or manufactured
as the result of occupational therapy by persons con-
fined to any state institution. Such space shall be
furnished without charge. The director of institu-
tions shall credit the proceeds derived from the sale
of such articles to the institution where produced
or manufactured to be used for recreational pur-
poses by the persons confined thereto.
