JUDICIAL COUNCIL—COMPOSITION.

AN AcT relating to the composition of the judicial council; and
amending section 1, chapter 45, Laws of 1925 extraordinary
session as amended by section 1, chapter 40, Laws of 1955,
and RCW 2.52.010.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioN 1. Section 1, chapter 45, Laws of 1925
extraordinary session as amended by section 1, chap-
ter 40, Laws of 1955 and RCW 2.52.010 are each
amended to read as follows:

There is hereby established a judicial council
which shall consist of the following:

(1) The chief justice and one other judge of the
supreme court, to be selected and appointed by the
chief justice of the supreme court;

(2) Two judges of the superior court, to be se-
lected and appointed by the superior court judges’
association;

(3) Two members of the state senate, one of
whom will be the chairman of the senate judiciary
committee and the other to be designated by the
chairman; two members of the state house of repre-
sentatives to consist of the chairman of the house
of representatives committee on judiciary-civil, and
the chairman of the house of representatives com-
mittee on judiciary-criminal;

(4) The dean of each recognized school of law
within this state;

(5) Three members of the bar who are practic-
ing law and one of whom is a prosecuting attorney,
to be appointed by the chief justice of the supreme
court with the advice and consent of the other judges
of the court; and

(6) The attorney general.
