APPROPRIATION—LEGISLATIVE PRINTING.
AN Acrt relating to legislative printing; making an appropria-
tion; and declaring an emergency.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the general fund the sum of one hundred and five
thousand dollars, or so much thereof as may be
necessary, to pay for such printing as may be ordered
by the thirty-seventh legislature, or either branch
thereof.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and shall take effect
immediately.

CHAPTER 9.

APPROPRIATION—PAYMENTS TO LEGISLATORS IN

LIEU OF SUBSISTENCE AND LODGING.

AN Acrt relating to legislators’ subsistence; making an appropri-
ation; and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the state general fund the sum of two hundred and
twenty-three thousand five hundred dollars for pay-
ment to members of the legislature in lieu of sub-
sistence and lodging while in attendance at the
thirty-seventh legislative session.
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
