FOREST RESERVE FUNDS—DISTRIBUTION.

AN AcT relating to the distribution and expenditure of moneys
received from forest reserves; and amending section 36.33-
.110, chapter 4, Laws of 1963 and RCW 36.33.110.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTiON 1. Section 36.33.110, chapter 4, Laws of
1963 and RCW 36.33.110 are each amended to read
as follows:

The state treasurer shall turn over to the treas-
urers of the counties within United States forest
reserves, the amount of money belonging to them,
received from the federal government from such
reserves, in accordance with Title 16, section 500,
United States Code. Where the reserve is situated
in more than one county the money shall be dis-
tributed in proportion to the area of the counties
interested, and to that end the state treasurer is
authorized and required to obtain the necessary in-
formation to enable him to make the distribution
on such basis.

County commissioners of the respective counties
to which the money is distributed are authorized
and directed to expend not less than fifty percent
of said money for the benefit of the public schools,
including school maintenance and building purposes,
and to expend the balance of said money for the
benefit of the public roads of such county, and not
otherwise.
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
