The specific sections and items which I have
vetoed are as follows:

1. Superior Court Judges

On page 2, lines 11 through 17, I have vetoed the
entire section 2.

This appropriation of $35,333 was intended to
fund the costs_ for two addl{longl Superior Court
9dges authorized by Senate Bill No. 3181. The
il author%21ng additional udges vas not

approved = by, the Legislature, and this
appropriation”is unnecessary.

2. Department of Commerce and  Economic
Development

on page 3, lines 12 through 17, I have vetoed the
entire ,hsection 7. Section 7 proposes an
appropriation of $23,106 from _the State Trade
Fair FPund to the Department of Commerce and
Econonic Development for a Washington State
Aviation Trade Palr. Through the enactment of
Chapte 43.31 RCHWH, the egislature_ determined
tha tﬁe State Trade FPair Fund _should not be
subject to appropriation. Expenditures from the
fund are gqoverned by the provisions of Chapter
43.31 RC and_ this apgroprlatlon is clearly
contrar o the inten of that earlier
legislazive decision. 6 If the Legislature desires
to” reverse_ an _earlier decision _on a non-
appropriated fund, that change should be effected
by amendment of the basic Statute rather _than
tgrough the appropriation bill. It should be
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noted that the veto of this section will not vy
revent the Department of Commerce and EcOnOmiC Message
evelopment from expending funds for a Washington

State Aviation Trade Fair wunder the preSent
provisions of Chapter 43.31,

3. Employment Relations Commissiom
On page 4, lines 11 through 30, I have vetoed the
entire section 13.

This groposed agpropriation of $155,000  was
intended to und the Employment Relations
Commission and its Advisory Committee to be
authorized by Engrossed Substltute House Bill No.
1347, The Dbilll author1z1ng the Commission was
not approved, by the egislature, and this
appropriation is uhnecessary.

4. Department of Agricmlture

Oon page 6, section 19, I have vetoed the item on
lines 22 and 23 vhlcﬁ requires the Department of
Agriculture to contract with the Department_ of
Game for the study of predator control funded in
this section.

Although predators  do affect both game and non-
game wildlife sEeC1es, this_ particular stud¥ is
intended chilefly to control livestock predators,
Because of this emphasis on_ the protection of
livestock the study should be conducted by the
Departmen{ of Agriculture rather than throu the
Department of~  Game. The deletion o the
referenced item will ensure that the study |is
conducted by the agency having major
responsibility for livestock progranms.

5. Department of Employment Security

Oon pa?e 9, section 22, line 22, I have vetoed the
item "WINY™.

The proposed wording of this proviso would
specifically require that federal WIN funds be
used to cohtrac with Neighbors in Need for
training, job placement, and other employment
serviceS to make persons served by  Neighbors in
Need employable. The specification "that only
federal WIN® funds_ be used for this purpose,
however, 1is undu1¥ restrictive. There 1s no
assurance that WIN funds will be available, and
there is a possibility that other federal funds
might be available for "use in this wvorthwhile
program. The deletion of “WIN" in this_section
will enhance the possibility that federal funds
might be obtained.

6. Department of Social and Health Services

on _page 11, section 24, lime 1, I have vetoed the
item by the director.

These words appear in a proviso which is intended
to give  counties, cities and other ©political
subdivisions_ the_  authority to 1ea$e,ggb11c1¥-
owned social and_  health “care facilities _ to
rivate organizationms. In copying the proviso
from an existing statute these “words were
inadvertently, 6 incCluded. ,if the words are not
deleted, the intent of +this proviso cannot be
accomplished.

7. Department of Social and Health Services

On page 22, section 25, I have vetoed the proviso
starting on line 27 and ending on gage 23, line
6, which _prohibits the Departmen rom imposing
ratable reductions in public assistance grants.

The proviso could impose on the Department a task
that might not be possible to perform. It would
require. the Department +to mneet the necessar

caSeload  financial, costs _from,£ establishe

apgro riations without inposin ratable
reductions or reducing rants, houlad the
legislature's estimate” of caseloads prove to be
misStaken and the caseload increases, the
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Department would have no choice but to reduce
grants through ratable reductions ¢or otherwise
over maximum 'grants so as to  _avoid expending
funds in excesS of those appropriated.

8. Board of Prison Terms and Paroles
On page 61, lines 22 through 28, I have vetoed
the entire section 49. :

This agpropriation of $211,297 was intended to
fund the costs of reorganlzlng the Board of
Prison Terms and Paroles under ¢the provisions of
Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 647. This
bill was not approved by the Legislature, and the
appropriation 1S unnecessary.

9. Department of Revenue

on page 62, section 50, I have vetoed the proviso
starting on line 3 and ending on line 6.

Under this proviso, the Department of Revenue
would be required to use 1972 values instead of
the, 1973 values which would be contrary to
legislative intent. The _confusing language in
this section wvas a result of ah erfor  _ in
legislative drafting, and removal of this proviso
is sggported b thé Department of Revepue to
clarify the asis of "distribution to library
districts as contained in this section.

On page 62, I have vetoed the entire section 51.

This appropriation | is intended to reimbuzse
certain taxing districts in Pierce County for
losses theg night suffer under the Tecent
Washington tate “"Supreme_ Court decision in
Valentine v. . Johnston, 83 Wn. 2d 390 (1974y. I
an vetoifig "this " Section in_ its entirety for
several réasons. PFPirst, the language used in_ the
ggproprlgtlon may be technically in~ error since
i provides forT a paymept to the Pierce County
Refund Fund for amounts paid to certain 'taxin
districts. Payments frolm the Refund Fund aFe not
made to the taxing districts but rather to the
individual taxpayer. , Second, the necessary
mechanics already exist in the Bresent property
tax laws (RCW "84.68.030 and 8L.68.040) for the
county to reimburse itself for payments from the
County_ Refund Fund.  County officials also have
several other alternative courses of action to
make the  necessary _adjustments. Third, this
agproprlatlon discriminates against certain _units
[} local government such as the_county and port
districts in that they are excluded "from  the
proposed = reimbursement. Fourth, this
agproprlatlon.requ1res taxpayers _all over_ the
state to provide the necessary funds to resolve a
problem_unique to_a single county. This is not
equitable ndr is it necésgsary given the fact that
locg% officials have ample means to resolve the
problenm.

11. Department of Ecology

On page 63, I have vetoed the entire section 54.

This section appropriates $680,400 from federal
sources  to the Department of Ecology and directs
that this apount_be granted by the Department to
activated air pollution control authorities.

Presently the Environmental Protection  Agenc
directs the manner and designates agenC1es whic
maI receive federal funds™ available for air
ollution control. The effect of the language in
his section could bring the state in conflict
with, federal regulations and _jeopardize_ the
receipt of any of these federal fands. Pederal
funds _are made available to the state for a
statevide air_ pollution_ control program with
available funds directed, to be _used by those
agencies which the Environmental Protection
Agency _considers _can contribute the most to
sgatevlde control. If the Environmental

to function which is a possibility, the
Department of Ecolog is required by state
statute to carry ou the air polution control
efforts in that area, Federal _funds designated

for that area should reasonably be available to

the Pepartment to carry ou those
responsibilities. This would" not Dbe possible
under the terms of this section.

12. Apportionment Formula Funds

On page 70 I have vetoed the entire section 73.

The section would require local school districts
to place a high grlorlty on reduc;ng special
levies to thé extent that any districts receive
state apportionment formula funds,K in excess of
those anticipated when the_districts established
their excess levies for collection in 1975.

This section purports to direct that the ;ventg-
five million_dollars agpro riated in section 33
of ,this _bill be employed for relief of special
levies. In fact, it does nothing of  the kind

inasmuch as the referenced agproprlatlon was no

made through the agportlonmen. formula. . To  say
that_ this”™ constitutes _special levy relief is a
cguil hoax to beleaguered taxpayers across the
state.

It now appears that the twenty-five million
dollars appropriated in_ section 33 may be
channelled to fund salag¥, increases for
certificated personnel._ I initially contemplated
vet01ng both sections 33 and_73 on_ the grounds
that he purported special levy relief pasSsed by
the Leglslature,vas purely fictitious., I__have
instea determined_ "to Vveto only section 73 and
allow the section 33 appropriation to be used for
salary increases for certificated personnel. An¥
such 1ncreases will be taken into account when
next gresent a request to the Legislature to deal
with the question of salary incréases for state
emp%oyees and employees in the higher education
sector.

13. Legislative approval reguirements.

For the reasons set forth  below, I . have
geifrmined to veto certain items appearing as
ollows:

1. _Page 8, section 21, beginning on line 30 and
ending on 8age 9,.line 1; . .

. .Page 10, secfion 24, beginning on line 15 and
ending on line 22; L. .
3. . Page 40, section 25, beginning on line 20 and
ending on line 21; .
4. Page 43, section 26, line 5.

Each of the referenced_ items provides for the
reviewv and @pfroyal by the Legislature, or
designated 1legislative committees "of actions

and/or = expenditures _ authorized in | their
respective sections. This requirement violates
the fundamentals of goo government by

interposing, legislative interfereénce in the
administrative rocess. The Legislature will
always have the prerogative to  _set, y
legislation, basic policy and such guidelines as
may be needed for _its, implementation. Having
done so, however, administrative agencies must bé
entrusted to carry out its funétions without
having to seek legislative approval at every turn
of the decision-making process.

With the exception of the sections and items
described above, the remainder of Engrossed
Substitute Senate Bill No. 3253 is approved."
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
