JUDICIAL RETIREMENT MODIFIED

AN ACT Relating to membership in the judicial retirement system; amending scction 4,
chapter 267, Laws of 1971 ¢x. sess. and RCW 2.10.040; amending scction 14, chapter 267,
Laws of 1971 ex. sess. and RCW 2.10.140; creating a new scction; and declaring an
emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

Sec. 1. Scction 4, chapter 267, Laws of 1971 ex. sess. and RCW 2.10-
.040 arc cach amended to read as follows:

The Washington judicial retirement system is hereby created for judg-
¢s appointed or clected under the provisions of chapters 2.04, 2.06, and 2.08
RCW. All judges first appointed or clected to the courts covered by these
chapters on or alter August 9, 1971 shall be members of this system((~Any
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1571)): PROVIDED, That following the eflective date of this 1984 act, any

newly clected or appointed judge holding credit toward retirement benefits
under chapter 41.40 RCW shall be allowed thirty days from the cflective
date ol clection or appointment to such judgeship to make an irrevocable
choice filed in writing with the department of retirement systems to contin-
uc coverage under that chapter and to be permanently excluded from cov-
erage under this chapter for the current or any future term as a judge.

Scc. 2. Scction 14, chapter 267, Laws of 1971 cx. sess. and RCW
2.10.140 arc cach amended to read as follows:

A surviving spouse ol any judge holding such office, or il he dies after
having retired and who, at the time of his death, has served ten or more
years in the aggregate, shall receive a monthly allowance equal to fifty per-
cent of the retirement allowance the retired judge was receiving, or filty
percent of the retirement allowance the active judge would have reccived
had he been retired on the date of his death, but in no event less than
twenty-five percent of the final average salary that the deceased judge was
receiving: PROVIDED, That said surviving spousec had been married to the
judge for a minimum of ((three)) two years at time of death: AND PRO-
VIDED FURTHER, That il the surviving spouse remarries all benefits un-
der this chapter shall cease.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. Scction 2 of this 1984 act applies in respect

to each surviving spouse who first applies for benefits under RCW 2.10.140
alter January 1, 1984.
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NEW_SECTION. Scc. 4. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health, and safety, the support of the state
government and its existing public institutions, and shall take cflect
immediately.
