PREAMBLE 
We, the People of the United States, in order to form 

a more perfect union, establish justice, insure domestic 
tranquillity, provide for the common defense, promote 
the general welfare, and secure the blessings of liberty 
to ourselves and our posterity, do ordain and establish 
this constitution for the United States of America. 

ARTICLE I 
Section 1 

1. All legislative powers herein granted shall be 
vested in a congress of the United States, which shall 
consist of a senate and house of representatives. 

Section 2 
1. The house of representatives shall be composed of 

members chosen every second year by the people of the 
several states; and the electors in each State shall have 
the qualifications requisite for electors of the most num­
erous branch of the State legislature. 

2. No person shall be a representative who shall not 
have attained the age of twenty-five years, and been 
seven years a citizen of the United States, and who shall 
not, when elected, be an inhabitant of that State in 
which he shall be chosen. 

3. Representatives and direct taxes shall be appor­
tioned among the several States which may be included 
within this Union, according to their respective num­
bers, which shall be determined by adding to the whole 
number of free persons, including those bound to ser­
vice for a term of years, and excluding Indians not 
taxed, three-fifths of all other persons. The actual 
enumeration shall be made within three years after the 
first meeting of the congress of the United States, and 
within every subsequent term of ten years, in such 
manner as they shall by law direct. The number of 
representatives shall not exceed one for every thirty 
thousand; bµt each State shall have at least one repre­
sentative; and until such enumeration shall be made, 
the State of New Hampshire shall be entitled to choose 
three; Massachusetts, eight; Rhode Island and Provi­
dence Plantations, one; Connecticut, five; New York, 
six; New Jersey, four; Pennsylvania, eight; Delaware, 
one; Maryland, six; Virginia, ten; North Carolina, five; 
South Carolina, five; and Georgia, three. 

4. When vacancies happen in the representation 
from anr State, the executive authority thereof shall 
issue writs of election to fill such vacancies. 

5. The house of representatives shall choose their 
speaker and other officers, and shall have the sole power 
of impeachment.

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Section 3 

1. The senate of the United States shall be com­
posed of two senators from each State, chosen by the 
legislature thereof, for six years; and each senator shall 
have one- vote. 

2. Tmmediate.1¥ after they shall be assembled in 
cbosequence o£ the first election, they shall be divided 
a.s equally as may be into three classes. The seats of 
the senator:s of the first class shall be vacated at the 
expiration of the second year, oi the. second cla$& ;it 
the expiration of the £ow-th. .,ear. and of tbe third class 
at the e:\.'J)iration of the sixth year, so that one-th:t.-rd 
may be chosen every second year; and if vacancies 
happen, by 10cs:ignatioc or otru!nvise, during -the recess 
ot the legislature o.f any State, the e.'(ecutive thereof 
may make temporary appointments until the next 
meeting of. the legislature, which shnll then fill such 
vacancies. 

3. No person sh2U be a senator who shall not have 
atta.!n.ed to the age of thi:ny l ears, and been nine years 
a cltizeti, Of the United States, and who shall not, 
when elected, be an .inhabitant of that State for which 
he shall be choscm. 

4.. 'l'he vice-president o.f 1:he United States sh.all be 
president of the �enate, but sh.all have no vote unless 
"they be equally divided. 

5. The senate shall choose their other Officei·s, mid
also a nresldent pro tempore. in the absence o.f tbe 
vice-president, or when he shall exercise the affic..- of 
president of the United States. 

6. '!'he &enate shall have the sole power to try all 
impeachment:.. When sitting for that- :purpose. -t11ey 
si'lall be on oath or affirmation. When the 12resident 
of the United States is tried, th<'! chlef justice sh.all 
preside; and no persoti shall be convicted wtthout the 
concurrence of fwo-thirds o:f the members present. 

7. Judgment in cases oJ! imp-=achmen.t- shall not 
e:ctand .further than to removal from office. aod dis­
qualification to hold and enjoy any office of hmwr. 
trust, or profit under the United States; but the party 
convicted �holl nevertbe1ess be liable and subject to 
indictment, trial. judgment and pu:nislunent, acco,d-
ing to law.

Section 4 
1, The times, place, and manner of holding elections 

for senators and represB.Jltalives shall be p;esc?'lbed in 
each State b�· the legislature thereof; bU the con­
gress may M any time by lJ!.w make or alter such regu­
lations, except as to the places of choOSing senators. 

2. The congress shall assemble at least once in
every year; and such meeting shall be on the first 
Monday in. December, unless they shall by law appoint 
a different day.• 

• Article XX. 
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Section 5 

1. Each house shall be the judge of the elections, 
relurns and qualifications o:f lts own members, nn<l a 
mnjo1·Hy of each shaJ.l ccmstllute a quorum to do busi­
ness; but o smaller number may adjourn from day to 
day, and mny be authorized to compel the attendance 
o.f al>sent membet·$, In suc.h m1mner and uuder such 
penalj'les as each house may provide. 

2. Each house may determine u,e rules oJ:. lts pro­
ccedlngs, punish its ,ncmbers .!'or dlsoroerly behavior, 
and with the ooncuncnce of two-thirds, expel a mem­
ber. 

3. Each house shn.ll keep a journal o.f its prncoed­
ings, and from time to tlm.e publish l:he same, exceptlng 
such parts as may, ln ·U,elr judgment, rcqull'e s er oy; 
ancl the yeas lµld nays o.f the members l>f eith01• house 
1m any quesllon shnll at the desire ol one-flflh o;f 
those prese.nt. be entered on the journul. 

4. N ithei· house, during tJ,e session o! con.g1·ess, 
shall without Lhe consent o.f the other, adjourn :tor 
more than three clays, nor to :my other place thau 
lb.at in which the two houses shall be sitting,

1. The seruitors and representatives shall rece.fve 

a compensolfon .for their service;;, to b ascettalned by 
l:iw nnd paJd out o.f the treasury of the Un!tecl Slates. 
Th y shall, 1n on cas,:s excepL tre1u;on, -felony and 
b1·ench of the peaoe, be privileged from arrest during 
U1�ix atlenct1111ce al the session o.f th ir i·espectJve 
housllS, and in going to and r,,turn:l.ng .from the same;

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president, the vote shoJI be takea by States, the rcpre­
senlaUon from each Stat• having one vote; a quorum 
for this purpose sball consist Of !I mcrn.l.Jcr or members 
.l'.rom two-lhlt-ds o:C the Sla�es, ond II majodty of all the 
States shull. be nece.�sary to a choice. In every case, 
arter tbe choice of the president, 1J1e person J.iavlng 
the greatest number or votes of tbe electoi•s slrnU be 
the vice-president. But if there should remain two 
or more who have equal volet,1, the �<::nate shall ahoose 
from them, by ballol, the vice-p1•eslde11t.)• 

4. The congress may determine th<> time of: choosing 
the electors, and th • day on wb.l ct, Lhcy sh11U gl ve 
their votes, which cloy shall l.lc the same t111·oughout 
the United States. 

5. No person. except a nal\m.il born citizen, Ot'. a 
citizen of. the Unllcd States at the lime of: the adoption 
of this constrtullon, shall be eligible to the office of 
president; nei1J1er slulll nny person be eligible Lo thnt 
office wbo shnll not lwve attained to the age o! tbh'1,y­
livc years, and been fourteen yea1•s a 1·"-Sid<ml wii.hln 
t l)e Uulted States. 

G. ln case of U1e removal ot the pl'esldent f1•om 
o!Tlce, or of !ifs dcaU1, rcslgm1tlon, or illablUty to dis­
charge the powers and duties o.f the saicl office, tl1e 
same shall devoJve on Lhe vlcc-pl'CSidout; and 11\c con­
s1·c6s may 1 by law, provide !Ol' the case o1 removal, 
death. rc-s1$Uatlot1 or :i:m,billty, hon, or Urn president 
an<.l vlce-p1•esldcnl, declaring What office!' S11nU then 
act as president, and such officer shall act accordingly, 
until the disability be removed, or a president shall be 
elected. 

7. The president shall, at stated times, receive for 
his services a com:pensation which shall neither be 
increased nor d!mimshed during the period for which 
he shall have been elected; and he shall not receive 
within that period any oilier emolument from the 
United st..�tes. 01• 11.ny of them. 

8, Before he enl·et· on tiie execution or. Ws office, 
he �b.al1 take t,he followlng 011th or affirmation: 

"T do solemnly swe{ll' (or affinnJ that J wlli faith­
ft11Jy execute Lhe ofJ'lce ,1f P1:csldcnt of the United 
States; and will, to the best of my ability, preserve, 
protect, and defend the constitution of the United 
States." 

Section 2 
1. The president shall be commander-in-chief of 

the army and navy of the United States, and of the 
militia of the several states, when called into the 
actual servl.ce ot the Unltod Stutes. He may require 
the opinl,;,n, in writ:ln1;, or the p1•lnclpal offi.�()T' in each 
of the c1<ccuLlvo tlopru·tments, upon any subJ<ict relat­

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE DIVISION OF DA­
KOTA INTO TWO STATES AND TO ENABLE THE 
PEOPLE OF NORTH DAKOTA, SOUTH DAKOTA, 
MONTANA, AND WASHINGTON TO FORM CONSTI­
TUTIONS AND STATE GOVERNMENTS AND TO BE 
ADMITTED INTO THE UNION ON AN EQUAL 
FOOTING WITH THE ORIGINAL STATES, AND TO 
MAKE DONATIONS OF PUBLIC LANDS TO SUCH 
STATES. 

( Approved Febru,ary 22, 1889.)

PREAMBLE 

We the people of the State of Washington, grateful to 
the Supreme Ruler of the Universe for our liberties, do 
ordain this constitution. 

Aft.TICLE I-DECLARATION OF RIGHTS 

Section 1. Political l•owcr-All polltll'al power Is in­
herent In the people, .lnd governments de.rive their just 
powers from the consent of the governed, and are es­
tablished to protect and maintain individual rights. 

Sec. 2. Supreme Law of the Land-The Constitution 
oi the United States ls the supreme law of the land. 

Sec. 3. Personal Rights-No person shall be deprived 
of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law. 

Sec. 4. Right of Petition and As�cmblagc-The right 
of petition an(! of ihe people pcaee11bly lo llHSomblc lo•· 
the common good sl,nfl never be nbrldg!'<I.

Joint Rules of the Senate and 
House of Representatives 

Joint RULE 1. Whenever there shall be a joint 
Session. session of the two houses, the proceed-

ings shall be entered at length upon the 

journal of each house. The lieutenant-governor or 
president of the senate shall preside over such 
joint session, and the clerk of the house shall act 
as the clerk thereof, except in the case of the joint 
session held for the purpose of canvassing the 
votes of constitutional elective state officers, when 
the speaker shall preside over such joint session: 
Provided, That the lieutenant-governor shall not 
act in said joint session except as the presiding 
officer, and in no case shall have the right to give 

the deciding vote. 

Motions for RULE 2. All motions for a joint 
Joint Session. session shall be made by concur-

rent resolution to be introduced 
by the house in which such joint session is to be 
held; and when an agreement has once been 
made, it shall not be altered or annulled, except 
by concurrent resolution.

OONFERENCE OOMMITTEE, REPORTS, ETC.

RULE 4. In every case of difference 
between the two houses, upon any 
subject of legislation, the house re­

fusing to recede shall request a conference and 
appoint a committee of three .for that purpose, 
and the other house shall grant the request for 
a conference and appoint a like committee to 
confel'. The committees shall meet at the ear­
liest possible hour, to be agreed upon by their 
respective chairmen, and shall confer upon the 
differences between the two houses indicated 
by the amendment adopted in one and rejected in 
the other.

Every repoxt of a 
conference committee shall be read in full in each 
house before a vote is taken on the report.

ence committee three members, se­
lecting them so as to represent, in each case, 
the attitude qf the majority and minority upon 
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the subject of U1e legislation referred to the con­
ference committee.

In case of a failure 
of the conferees to agree, a re­
port of such disagreement shall 

be made and the power of free conference may 
be granted to the two houses either to the same 
committee, or the committee may be discharged 
and a new committee appointed with the power 
of free conference, to whom the whole subject 
matter embraced in the bill or resolution shall 
be committed, and the committee o.f free con­
ference may report by new bill or resolution, or 
otherwise, and bills or resolutions so reported 
shall be acted upon in the same manner as pro­
vided fot· reports of conference committees.

matter not germane to the original or engrossed 

bill.

Upon cextification from the secretary of state 
that an initiative to the legislature has received 
sufficient valid signatures, the secretary of state 
shall submit certified copies of the said initiative 
to the state senate and the house oi representa­
tives. Uport receipt of said initiative, each body 
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of the legislature through their presiding officers 
shall refer the certified copies of the initiative to 
a proper committee. 

Upon receipt of a committee report on an in­
itiative to the legislature, each house shall treat 
the measure in the same manner as bills, me­
morials and resolutions, except that initiatives 
cannot be placed on the calendar for amendment. 

After the action of each body has been re­
corded on the final passage or any other action 
by resolution or otherwise which may refer the 
initiative to the people has been recorded, the 
president and secretary of the senate and the 
speaker and chief clerk of the house will certiiy, 
each for its own body, to the secretary of state 
the action taken. (Const., art. 2, sec. la.)

Adjournment. RULE 23. Neither house shall ad-
journ for more than three days,

nor to any place other than that in which they 
may be sitting, without the consent of the other.

Rule 3. In all cases of eleeti.on by the senate 

tl1e votes sh<1ll be 'Laken by yeas and nays, and no 
senator 1: other person shnll i:emai.n by the 
seCJ;etary's desk while the 1•oll is being called or 
the vote/;\ are be.ing coimted. No senalo1· shall 
be allowl'ld to vote except when wilhin Lhe bar of 
Ute senate, or upon any question upon which he is 
in any way pe1·sonally or dire tly lnterested, 01· 
be allowed to explain his vote m· discuss the 
l1Uestlo.n while the yens nnd uays a.re ·brung called, 
or change his vote al.ter the result mis been an­
nounced. 

A senator having been absent during roll call 
may ask to have his name called. 

SECRETARY, SERGEANT-AT-ARMS,' 
EMPLOYEES 

Rule 4. Tbe senate shall elect a seel'etary, and 
a sergeant-at-arms, who shall pcrtorm the usual 
duties pel"t-aining to their offices, and they shall 
hold office dtu·ing the regular session and until 
their successor has been elected. •rhe secretary 
shall appoint, subject to lhe approval of the 
s nate, all olhel· senate employees; anrl the h u.rs 

r duty and ::isslgnmcnis o.f all senate employees 
slrnll be under his direc ions tilld instrucUons, and 
t:hey may b clismls:,eci by him at his disc.l'etion. 

SUBORDINATE OFFICERS 
Rule 5. The subordinate officers of the senate 

shall perform such duties as usually pertain to 
their respective lJOsitions in legislative bodies, 
under the direction ot the president, ancl su ·h 
other tluiies us the senate rnay impose upon them. 
1:'be compensation or ally employee uf "the senate 
shall not be lncreaset1 except by a two-thirds 
vote of all members of the senate, and the names 
of all members voting thereon shall be entered 
in the journal. Under no circumstances shall 
the compensation of any employee be increased 
for past services. 
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RESTRICTION OF EMPLOYMENT 
Rule 6. No person other than the regular 

office1·s and t·egular employees oI the senate shall 
be employ d by the seruite, or any committee 
thereof, ex¢ept t,y con.i;enl oI the ·enate having 
been previously obtained by resolution, which 
resolution shall be t·eferred to the CommHtee on 
Senate Employees nnd �-e1>orted upon. by that 
committee before action is taken thereon.

PRESIDENT PRO TEM 
Rule 7. Upon the organization of the senate 

the members shall select one of their number as 
president pro tern, who shall have all the power 
and authority, and who shall discharge all the 
duties of the lieutenant-governor, acting as presi­
dent during his absence. 

In the event that the lieutenant-governor is 
acting as govei·no1' the senat sha'II also elect on 
of its members temporary prcsid nt. who in (h 
absence or disability of the presicle1ii. elected by 
he senate, shall have all th power and authority 

and who shall discharge the duties f such presi­
dent. 

PURCHASE OF SUPPLIES 
Rule 8. All supplies for the use of the senate 

shall be furnished upon requisitions signed by 
the secretary and approved by the chairman of 
the Committee on Claims and Auditing. 

DAILY CONVENING TIME 
Rule 9. The president shall call the senate to 

order each day of sitting at 10 o'clock a. m., 
unless the senate shall have adjourned to some 
other hour. 

QUORUM 
Rule 10. A majority of all members elected 

to the senate shall be necessary to constitute a 
quorum to do business: Provided, That less than 
a quorum may adjourn from day to day until 
a quorum can be had. 
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CALL OF THE SENATE 

Rule 11. A call of the senate may be moved 
by three senators, whose names shall be entered 
upon the journal, and if carried by a majority 
of all present the secretary shall call the roll 
and note the absentees, after which the names 
of the absentees shall again be called. The doors 
shall then be closed and the sergeant-at-arms 
directed to take into custody all who may be 
absent without leave, and all the senators so 
taken into custody shall be presented at the bar 
of the senate for such action as the senatl:! may 
deem proper. 

ORDER OF BUSINESS 

•Rule 12. After the roll is called and journal
read and approved, business shall be disposed 
of in the following order: 

FIRST. Presentation of petitions, memorials, 
resolutions and motions. 

SECOND. Reports of standing committees. 

THIRD. Reports of select committees. 

FOURTH. Messages from the governor and 
other state officers. 

FIFTH. Messages from the house of represen­
tatives. 

SIXTH. Introduction, first reading, and ref-
erence of bills, memorials, and resolutions. 

SEVENTH. Second reading of bills. 

EIGHTH. Third reading of bills. 

NINTH. Business lying on the table. 

TENTH. The orders of the day. 

ELEVENTH. Unfinished business. 

BUSINESS TO BE ANNOUNCED 

Rule 13. The president shall, on each day, 
announce to the senate the business in order, 
agreeable to the preceding rule, and no business 
shall be taken up or considered, until the class 
to which it belongs shall be declared in order. 
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SPECIAL ORDER 
Ru.le 14.. The president shall call tlle senai 

t order at lhe hour fixed for the considernt:ion 
.fa special order, and announce tbnt the special 

order is b 'ore lhe senate, which shall then be 
considered unless 1t is postponed py a two-thlrds 
vole, and any businesi; before the s oate ai the 
time f the announcement of Lhe special order 
shall l�ke its regular positi n Jn the order of 
business. 

UNFINISHED BUSINESS 
Rule 15. The unfinished business at the pre­

ceding djoumment shall have tb JJreference on 
the orders or th.C' cluy, xcepting special orders, 
aucl no motion or any other business shall be 
received without special I.eave of the senate until 
the former is disposed of. 

RULES OF DEBATE 
Rule 16. When any senator is about to speak 

in debate, r submit auy matter to tile senate 
he shall rise from his seat, and, standing in bis 
place, resp >ct.rulJy address llimself to "Mr. Presi­
dent,'' and when recogn.i.zed shall in a courteous 
mam,e.r confine himself to the question unc1 r 
debate, avoiding personalities, and when fin­
ished shall resume bis seat. No senator shaJl 
impeach the motives of any other member or 
speak mon� than twice (except for explanation 
duTing th consideration o:£ any one question, 
on th sai:n clay 01• a ·econd time without leave, 
when others who have not spoken desire the 
floor, but incidental and subsidiary questions 
arising during the debate shall not be considered 
the same question. 

MOTIONS-HOW PRESENTED 
Rule 17. No motion shall be entertained until 

it shall be seconded, or debated until announced 
by the president. It shall be reduced to writing 
and read by the secretary, if desired by the 
president o · ouy senator, before it shall be de­
bated, and by consent or ti.le senate may be with­
drawn be.fot•e nm n lm ni or action. 
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RECOGNITION BY THE PRESIDENT 
Rule 18. When two or more senators Iise al 

the same time to address the chair, the president 
shall name the one who �hall spealt first, glv:ing 
preference, when practicable, to the movei· or

introducer of the subject under cotisiaeraticm. 

PRIORITY OF BUSINESS 
Rule 19. All questions relating to the priority 

of business shall be decided without debate. 

MESSAGES 
Rule 20. Messages from the governor, other 

state officers, and from Lbe house of representa­
tives may be cotisidered at any time by consent 
of the senate. 

PRECEDENCE OF MOTIONS 
Rule 21, When a motion has been made and 

seconded and stated by the chair the following 
motions are in order, in the rank named:

the declsion of the senate; but n motion lo strike 
out and insert shall not be divided. 

POINT OF ORDER-DECISION APPEALABLE 
Rule 24, Ev ry decision o.f points of order by 

lhe )?resident sh.all be subject to appeal, and no 
Uscussion o.C a question of order. i;hall be allowed 
x-.ept on appeal or Llu:ee �cuators, and in all 

cases of appeal the que tion shall be, 'Shall th 
decision of the chair sLaml us llte j.;1dgn1ent or the 
senate?" 

QUESTION OF PRIVILEGE 
Rulo 25. Any s nator mny rise to a qu • stion 

f pr)vilege and explajn a maller personal to 
hlmsol:f by leave or the president, but he shall 
not discuss any pencllng quesUou in sul!h exp1an­
ati0ns, nor shall any question < I' p rsonal privi­
lege permit any senator to introduce any person 
or persons in the galleries. 

PROTESTS 
Rule 26. Any senator or senators may protest 

against the action of the senate upon any ques­
tion, and have such protest entered upon the 
joi;rnal. 
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READING OF PAPERS 
Rule 27, When the reading of any paper is 

called for, and is objected to by any senator, it 
shall be determined by a vote of the senate, with­
out debate. 

SUSPENSION OF RULES 
Rule 28. No standing rule or order of this 

senate shall be rescinded or changed without a 
vote of two-thirds of the members, and one day's 
notice of the motion thereof; but a rule of order 
may be temporarily suspended for a special pur­
pose by a vote of two-thirds of the members 
present. When the suspension of a rule is called, 
and after due notice from the president, no ob­
jection is offered, he may announce the rule 
suspended, and Lhe senate rnay proceed accord­
ingly; but this shall uot a1Jply lo that portion of 
Rule 61 1.·elat.ing to tbe third reading of bills 
whlch cannol be suspend cl. 

Rule 29. A motion for suspension of the rules 
sball not be debatable, except, however, the 
mover of ih moUon. may briefly explain the pur­
po e of his moti n. 

PREVIOUS QUESTION 
Rule 30. The previous question shall not be 

put unless demanded by three se11ators, who c 
nam s shall be entered upon lhe journal, and Jt 
shall then be in this fol'm: "Shall the main ques­
tion be now put?" When sustained by n ma­
jority of senators present it shall pl'eclude al I 
debate and the roll shall be 'imm dlalely called 
on the question or quesllons 1,ending- beio1·e ih 
senale, and all lnclcleDtal question or questions 
of. 01:der arising after tbc motion is made sl1all 
be decided whether on appeal or otherwise with­
out debate. 

RECONSIDERATION, HOW TAKEN 
Rule 31. After the final vote on any resolution 

or bill, before the adjournment of th. t rlny's ses­
sion, and at such time only, any member who 
voted with the prevailing side may gi vc no He 
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of reconsideration. Such motion to reconsider 
shall be in order only under the order of motions 
of the day immediately following the day upon 
which such notice o-r reconsldera1riou is given, and 
may be mado by any membe:r who voted with 
Lhe p1·evalling side. 

A motion to reconsider sball have precedence 
over every other motion, except a motion to ad­
journ; and when the senate adjourns while a 
motion to reconsider is pending or before passing 
the order of motions, the right to move a re­
consideration shall continue to the next day of 
sitting. On and after the forty-fifth day of the 
session a motion to reconsider shall only be in 
order on the sorne day llpon which notice of re­
consideration js given and may be made at any 
time that day. Motions Lo reconsider a vote -upon 
amendments Lo any pending question may be 
made and decided at once. 

YEAS AND NAYS-WHEN MUST BE TAKEN 
Rule 32. The yeas nnd nays shall be talcen 

when called (Or by one-slxtb of all the senators 
present, and eve.,--y serw Lo.r wi Lhln lhe bar of the 
senate shall vote Lmless excused by the unar;ii­
mous vote of the senate. ancl the votes shall be 
entered upon the journal, and the names of sen­
ators demanding the yeas and nays shall also 
be entered upon the journal. 

TIE VOTE 

Rule 33. The passage of u bill or action on 
a question is lost by a lie vote, but when a vote 
of the senate is equally cUvid d, Lbe lieulenant­
governor, when presiding, ilhall have lhe decid­
ing vote on questions tiler tban the final passage 
of a bill. 

ANNOUNCEMENT OF VOTE 
Rule 34. The announcement of all votes shall 

be made by the president, and the announcement 
of the result of any vote shall not be postponed. 

MOTION TO ADJOURN 
Rule 35. Except when under call of the senate, 

a motion to adjourn shall always be in order. The

REED'S PARLIAMENTARY RULES 

Rule 36. The rules of parliamentary practice 
as contained in Reed's Parliamentary Rules shall 
govern the senate in all cases to which they are 
applicable, and in which they are not inconsistent 
with the rules and orders of this senate and 
the joint rules of this senate and the house of 
representatives. 

BREACH OF DECORUM 
Rule 37. In cases of breach of decorum or

ble to such censure or punishment as 
the senate may d em prop r, and if any senator 
be called to onler J:ot offensive or indecorous 
language or conduct, the person calling hlm to 
order shall report the language excepted to wbicb 
shall be taken down Ol' noted at the secretary's 
desk, and no member �hall be held tti answer :ro · 
any language used upon the floor of the senate if 
business has intervened before exception to the 
language was thus taken and noted. 

TRANSGRESSION OF RULES 

Jtulc 38. lJ' ;111y sen.ator in speaking, or other­
wise, Lransgresses the rules of the senate, the 
president shall, or any senator may, call him to 
urd r, ancl when a s nator shall be so called to 
order he shall resume his seat and not proceed 
without leave of the senate, which leave, if 
granted, shall be upon motion "that he be al­
lowed to proceed in order," when, if carried, he 
shall confine himself to the question under con­
sideration. 

ABSENCE OF SENATOR WITHOUT LEAVE 
Rule 39. No senator shall absent himself from 

the senate without leave, except in case of acci­
dent or sickness, and if any senator or officer 
shall absent himself his per diem shall not be 
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i=Lllowerl or paid him, and no senator, officer or 
attache shall obtain leave of absence or be ex­
cused tr m attendance without the consent of 
Lwo-thirds o.

r 

lhe members present. 

SMOKING NOT ALLOWED 

Rule 40. Smoking shall not be allowed in the 
senate chamber during the session of the senate, 
nor shall indecorous conduct, boisterous or un­
becoming language be permitted there at any 
time. 

WITNESSES BEFORE THE SENATE 

Rule 41. Witnesses summoned by or on behalf 
of the s nate to appear beI re the senate, or any 
of its co1runiLlees, shall be paid for each day's 
at1.e.ndance Jive doJJar , and shall be paid fiv 
dolJars ;Eor m1\intena11ce for .acli day'$ attend­
ance; for each mile truv led 1n i;oming tb the 
place of examination, ten cents: P1·01Jided, lww­
eve<r, no mileage shall be paid except where the 
witness actlia.lly I nweled fo1· lhc J?urpose of giv­
ing testimony. 

USE OF SENATE CHAMBERS 

Rule 42. The senate chamber shall not be 
used for any but legislative business during the 
session, except by permisison of the senate given 
by two-thirds vote. 

ADMISSION TO SENATE 

Rule 43. The sergeant-at-arms and doorkeep­
ers shall not admit to the floor of the senate, 
during the time the senate is not in session, any 
person other than one requested by a senator, 
the president or secretary of the senate, in writ­
ing. 

SENATE GALLERY 

Rule 44. The east section of the south gallery 
is reserved for the use of the governor and state 
officers and their families, for the families of 
senators, and for members of the house of rep­
resentatives and their families. 
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ADMISSION TO FLOOR OF SENATE 
Rule 45. The sergeant-at-arms and doorkeep­

ers shall not admit to the floor of the senate dur­
ing the session any person other than a member 
of the senate, except: 

The governor. 
Members of the house of representatives. 
State officers. 
Officers and employees of the senate. 
Representatives of the press or other persons 

designated by name and holding cards of admis­
sion authorized by the Rules Committee and 
signed by the president. 

DUTIES OF COMMITTEES 
Rule 46. The several comi11ittees shall fully 

consider all measures refe1·red lo them, am! the 
Committee on Claims and Auditing shall care­
fully consider all item" of xpenrlltLu· ordered 
or contrad.ed on the part .f U1e senate or any of 
its cmployeei-:, and repol'L upon th �ru:l'le prior 
to the voucher being signed by 1.b president 
and secretary of the senale aulhorizing the pay­
ment the1·eo·r. 

The commillees shall acqualnt Lllemsc1ves wJi.h 
the interest of the slate specially J.'OpresenLetl 
by the co1nrnitlee, and [.l'om time fo Lime pres nt 
such bi'Us aad 1: por1.s as iu their judgment will 
advance the inlerests :md promote the weliure 
of lhe people of the state. 

The Committee on Rules and Joint Rules shall 
have charge of the daily calendar of the senate 
and shall direct the secretary the order in which 
the business of the senate shall be transacted: 
Pi·ovided, how<!l Pr, That by a , ote o·r the ma­
jority of the senate any blll may be advanced 
to :my place on the calandar, Mid any hill may 
be withclrnwn from the commltiee by a like 
majority o:r the senate and plocet1 upon th 
calendar in such position as may le ordered. 

No committee shall sit during the daily session 
of the senate unless by special leave. 
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COMMITTEE REPORTS 
Rule 47. AlJ repo,:ts of committees shall be 

signed by sucl:1 membets U1ereof as concur 
the.rein, and the l'eport, w.ith th names of the 
signers thereof, shall be t'ead by the secretary, 
or at the secretary's desk: by th member making 
the report, without a motion, unless the 1·eading 
be dispensed with by the senate. The members 
oI Lhe oommitteCa? not concurring in the .majority 
report may prepare a wdtteu minority report, 
sign and present ll,e same;! to the senate, and 
both majority and minority reports shall in all 
cases be spread in foIJ upon the journal. 

In all cases where a bill is reported back with 
pl'oposed am.enc:l'ment, the biU and report shall 
go to general file without action on the report, 
unless by a suspenm n o1 t.his rule by two-thirds 
vote tM senate shall othe1·wise order. If a ma­
jority report recommends the indefinite post­
ponement of a bill, action may be taken on this 
report without the bill going to general file. 

ENROLLED AND ENGROSSED BILLS­
REPORT ON 

Rule 48. The committees on enrolled and en­
grossed bills- may report at any time during the 
sitting of the senate. 

COMMITTEE REFERENCE 
Rule 49. When a motion is made to refer a 

subject, and different committees are proposed, 
the question shall be taken in the following order: 

First: The Committee of the Whole Senate. 
Second: A Standing Committee. 
Third: A Select Committee. 

COMPARING ENROLLED AND 
ENGROSSED BILLS 

Rule 50. Any senator shall have the right to 
compare an enrolled bill with the engrossed bill 
before the president signs the same. 
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RULES IN THE COMMITTEE 

OF THE WHOLE 
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Rule 51. The rules of the senate shall apply 
to proceedings in committee of the whole, ex­
cept that the previous question shall not be 
ordered nor the yeas and nays demanded, but 
the committee may limit the number of times that 
any member may speak at any stage of the pro­
ceedings during its sitting. 

SUSPEND RULES FOR COMMITTEE 

OF THE WHOLE 

Rule 52. The senate may at any time, by a 
vote of the majority of the members present, sus­
pend the rules and orders of the senate for the 
purpose of going into the committee of the whole 
for the consideration of any bill, memorial or 
resolution before the senate. 

FORMATION OF COMMITTEE 

OF THE WHOLE 

Rule 53. In forming the committee of the 
whole, the president shall name a chairman to 
preside, and all bills considered shall be read by 
sections and the chairman shall call for amend­
ments and debates thereon at the conclusion of 
the reading of each section. The body of the 
bill shall not be defaced or interlined, but all 
amendments (noting the page and line) shall be 
duly entered by the secretary on a separate 
paper as the same shall be agreed to by the 
committee, and so reported to the senate for 
action. 

REPORT OF COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE 

Rule 54. A motion that the committee of the 
whole rise shall always be in order, and shall 
be decided without debate. 

MESSAGES RECEIVED WHILE COMMITTEE 
OF THE WHOLE SITS 

Rule 55. Messages may be received by the 
president while the committee of the whole is 
sitting; in which case the president shall resume 
the chair; receive the message, and vacate the 
chair, in favor of the chairman of the committee. 

/ 
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JOINT RESOLUTIONS AND MEMORIALS 
Rule 56. Senate resolutions, joint resolutions 

and memorials addressed to the President, the 
Congress, or either house th reof, or to the heads 
of any other branch o1 the Federal government, 
shall, up to the sjgn_ing thereof by the president 
of the senate, be subject to the l'l11es governing 
the course of bills. 

SENATE CONCURRENT AND SENATE 
RESOLUTIONS 

Rule 57. Senate concurrent resolutions and 
senate resolutions and memorials other than 
those covered by Rule 56, shall be subject to the 
rules governing the course of bills but may be 
adopted without a roll call. 

INTRODUCTION OF BILLS 
Rule 58. All bills, resolutions and memorials 

to be introduced shall be in quadruplicate, each 
shall be endorsed with a statement of the title 
and the name of the member introducing the 
same. Not more than three senators may sponsor 
a bill, except committee bills which shall be in 
accordance with the joint rules of the senate 
and house. The original bill is for the use of the 
senate, one copy for the printer, one for the 
secretary and the other for use by members of 
the press. 

Aft t· the .Eortl th day o·f the session no bill 
shall be introduced, except as the legislature 
shall du· ct by a vote of two-thirds of all the 
m.emb rs elected to each house, said vote to be 
taken by yeas and nays and entered upon the 
jotll'nal, or unless the same be at a special ses­
sion: Proi,idecl, That the time limitation for 
introduction of bills shall not apply to substitute 
bills J'eported by standing committees for bills 
pending before such committees, nor to general 
approp�·iation and revenue bills. 

ONE SUBJECT IN A BILL 
Rule 59. No bill shall embrace more than one 

subject, and that shall be expressed in the title. 
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AMENDATORY BILLS 
Rule 60. All bills introduced in the senate, 

which are intended to amend existing statutes 
shall have the words which are amendatory to 
such existing statutes underlined or lllldersoored, 
and whei·ever pa1·t..s of existing statutes are 
omitted and no new matter inserted in lieu 
thereat', there shall be J.nserted iu the new bill 
not less than fow· stars or asterisks with spaces 
of not le s than two ems, so that in the printed 
bills which are presented fo1· the perusal of the 
members, Sl1ch new or amended matter, as well 
as such deleted matter may be easily discerned. 

READING OF BILLS 
Rule 61. Every bill shall be read on three 

several days unless the senate deem it expedient 
to suspend this rule. 

The first reading of a bill shall be by tiUe only, 
unless a majority of the members present de­
mand a 1·eading in full. A1ter the first reading, 
bills shall be referred to committees, unless they 
are committee bills in which eveut they shall go 
du· ct to second reading. 

Upon being reported back by committee, all 
bills shaU go to second reading, unless there ball 
be a two-thirds majority report against a bill, 
in wl.lich CHSe a vote sh,1ll be immediately called 
for UJJon the indefinite postponement of the bill. 

The chairman of any counnittee recomme11ding 
a two-thirds majority report against a bill shall 
notify the autbo1· of said measure, in writing, of 
the committee's recommendation not later than 
twenty-four hours be!ore the convening o.f the 
senate on the day the report is read. 

When a committee reports a substitute for an 
or·iginal bill, with the recommendation that the 
substitute pass, it shall be in order to read the 
substitute the ftr:,1: �e and have the same 
print ,a.

A motion for the substitution shall not be in 
order w1til the second reading of the original bill. 

Upon second reading, the bill shall be read 
section by section, in full; and be subject to 
amendment.

All 
amendments rejected by the senate shal), b, 
passed to the minute clerk and the journal shall 
show the di5position of such amendments. When 
no furtl1er amendments shall be offered, the presi­
dent shall declare the blll has passed its second 
reading. 

The bill with the amendments, if there p any 
attached thereto, sho.ll be sent -to the committee 
ou engrossed biUs, which committee shall see 
that all amendments are properly engrosse l upon 
the original bill, and the bill returned to the 
secretary before the openiI1g of tlte senate on 
the next succeeding day, 

Bills on third reading shall be read in full by 
sections, and no amendment shall be entertained. 

When a bill shall pass, it shall be certified to 
by the secretary, together with the vote upon 
final passage, noting the day of its passage 
thereon. 

Thti vote imisl be taken by yeas and m1ys, tl:le 
names o!. the senotol"s voting for and against 
the same to be entered upon the journ::11, and the 
majority of the members elected to the senate 
mUst be reconled thereon aa voting in its favor 
to secure its passage by the senate. 

SCOPE AND OBJECT OF BILL 
NOT TO BE CHANGED 

Rule 62. No amendment to any bill shall be 
allowed which shall change the scope and object 
of the bill. 

AS nate bill, passed by tho House with amend­
Inent or amendments which shall change the 
scope and object 0£ Lhe pill, upon being received 
il1 the Se11aie, shall be re£erred to appropriate 
Comtnitlee and shall take tbe same coU1·se as 
for original bills. 
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NO AMENDMENT BY MERE REFERENCE 
TO TITLE OF ACT 

Rule 63. No act shall ever be revised or 
amended by mere reference to its title, but the 
act revised or the section amended shall be set 
forth at full length. 

BILL COMMITTEE FOR SPECIAL 
AMENDMENT 

Rule 64. A bill may be committed with special 
instructions to amend at any time before taking 
the final vote. 

APPROPRIATION BILLS BUDGET 
Rule 65. Bills appropriating money shall be 

considered in comn\ittee of tbe whole senate. and 
no change in the amouut appropriated shall be 
made outside of t.be c□lIDllittee of the whole. 

No amenclm nt to the gene,-al appropriation 
bi I l, commonly known as the budget, adding any 
new i.tero., or items, thereto not incorporated in 
the bill as reported by the committee on appro­
p1fations, shall be adopted xcept by the affirma­
tive vote or two-thirds of the senators elected. 

PRINTING OF BILLS, ETC. 
Rule 66, Unless otherwise ordered, 800 copies 

of all bills of a general nature originating in the 
senate, shall be printed for the use of the senate 
and housl! of rep1.·esentat-lves: Provided, That on 
request of the senator introducing the bill, addi­
tional copies of. such bill may be printed. 

Provicled, f1,trtlier, That any bill int.rocluced by 
request shall not be prinled, tlnless such printing 
be ordered by the senate, and Lhen onJy such 
number as the senate shall designate. 

FURNISHING FULL FILE OF BILLS 
Rule 67. Persons, firms, coxporations and or­

ganizations within the state, desirous o.r receiv­
ing copies of all printed senate bills, shall make 
application therefor to the secretary of the sen­
ate, who shall refer all such requests to the 
Committee on Rules and Joint Rules. 

The bill clerk shall send copies of all printed 
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senate bills to such persons, firms, corporations 
and organizations as may be ordered by the Com­
mittee on Rules and Joint Rules. 

QUESTION OF CONSIDERATION 

Rule 68. When the question of consideration 
has been raised as to any motion, resolution or 
amendment, it shall not be put until said motion, 
resolution or amendment has been read.· The 
question of consideration shaH be carried by a 
majority vote of the senators present.

Rules of the House 
of Representatives 

Chief Clerk RULE 1. Custom, so prevalent and 
to Call to so ancient as to have the force of 
Order. law, has made it the duty of the 

chief clerk of the previous assem­
bly to call the session to order and to conduct the 
proceedings generally until a speaker is chosen. 

The secretary of sfate furnishes to the clerk 
a certified statement of the names of the members 
elect, which is read by the clerk. The roll is 
called and the oath of office is administered to the 
members by a justice of the supreme court. The 
members rise and are sworn. The assembly then 
proceeds to the election of its officers. 

Election of Speaker, RULE 2. The house shall 
Chief Clerk and elect its presiding officer at 
Sergeant-at-Arms the commencement of each 

session, who shall be styled 
speaker of the house; a speaker pro tern; a chief 
clerk of_ the house; an assistant chief clerk to be 
elected on the sixtieth legislative day; and a ser­
geant-at-arms, who shall hold office during the 
regular session and until the convening of the 
succeeding session. 

In all elections by the legislature the mem­
bers shall vote viva voce and their vote shall be 
entered on the journal. 

Powers and Duties 
of Speaker .. 

RULE 3. The speaker shall 
take the chair every day pre­
cisely at the hour to which 

the house shall have adjourned on the preceding 
day. He shall call the members to order imme­
diately, and on the appearance of a majority of 
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the members shall proceed with the order of busi­
ness prescribed by Rule 10. 

He shall possess the powers and perform the 

duties herein prescribed, viz.: 

(a) He shall preserve order and decorum,

may speak to points of order in preference to the 

other members, rising from his chair for that 

purpose. 

(b) He shall decide all questions of order,

subject to appeal to the house. On every appeal 

he shall have the right, in his place, to assign his 
reason for his decision.

(i) He shall announce the business qefore the

house in the order in which it is to be acted upon. 

(j) He shall sign all acts, joint resolutions,

concurrent resolutions and joint memorials in 

open session of the house. (See Joint Rule No. 

12.) 

(k) He shall authenticate by his signature, ,

l
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when necessary, all the acts, orders and proceed­
ings of the house. 

(l) The speaker pro tempore shall e�ercise
the duties, powers and prerogatives ,of the 
speaker in the event of his death, illness, or in­
ability to act, until the speaker's successor shall be 
elected.
