CHAPTER LXXVII.
[H. B. No. 181.]

AUTHORIZING ARRESTS BY THE FISH COMMISSIONER
OR DEPUTIES.

AN ACT authorizing the Fish Commissioner and his deputies to
make arrests.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. The fish commissioner and his deputies shall
have authority to arrest without writ, rule, order or process
any person in the act of committing a crime in violation of
the fish laws of this state, and they are hereby made peace
officers of this state for that purpose.

SEC. 2. If any person knowingly and willfully resists or
opposes such officer in the discharge of his said duties he
shall be punished by imprisonment, in the county jail, not
exceeding one year, or by fine, not exceeding one thousand
(1,000) dollars nor less than fifty (50) dollars, or by both
fine and imprisonment, at the discretion of the court.

CHAPTER LXXVIII.

AUTHORIZING APPOINTMENT OF SPECIAL DEPUTIES BY
THE FISH COMMISSIONER.

AN ACT to authorize the fish commissioner to appoint a special
deputy in each county.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. The fish commissioner is hereby authorized

to appoint a special deputy in each county of this state, who

shall be a resident of the county for which he shall be ap-

pointed, such special deputy to see that the fish laws of the

state are observed within the county for which he shall be

appointed.
