SNOHOMISH-WOODINVILLE SECONDARY STATE ROAD.

AN ACT directing the state highway commissioner to examine
and report on the feasibility of a secondary state road from
Snohomish in Snohomish county to Woodinville in King
county.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. The state highway commissioner is Duty of

veys and examinations as may be necessary to de-
termine the feasibility of a secondary state road
from Snohomish in Snohomish county, thence south-
erly by the most feasible route over and along, so
far as feasible, the Snohomish Cathcart road and
the Maltby Woodinville road to Woodinville in
King county, and the state highway commissioner
shall make a report of his findings of fact as to the
feasibility and. utility of such road to the legisla-
ture.
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
