LIVESTOCK.

AN AcT relating to livestock running at large and amending sec-
tions 3069 and 3070 of Remington's Compiled Statutes.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

their next meeting, make an order fixing a time and

which time shall not be less than twenty nor more
than ninety days from the filing of such petition;
and shall cause notice of the time and place to be
given by publishing such notice in some newspaper
having a general circulation within such territory
for three successive weeks before the day fixed in
such order; if there be no newspaper having a gen-
eral circulation in such territory, then by posting
such notice in three public places in such territory
at least twenty days before the day of hearing, and
such notice shall set forth the petition. It shall be
the duty of the board of county commissioners at the
time fixed for such hearing, or at the time to which
such hearing may be adjourned, to hear all persons
interested in the qliestion presented by such petition,
and to determine whether such district shall be cre-
ated.
