PUBLIC AUDITORIUMS IN FIRST CLASS CITIES.

AN Acr relating to the powers of cities of the first class in regard
to public auditoriums and museums and amending Chapter
179 of the Laws of 1923 as amended by Chapter 12 of the
Laws of 1925 and declaring that this act shall take effect
immediately.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. That Section 1 of Chapter 179 of the
Laws of 1923 as amended by Chapter 12 of the Laws
of 1925, be amended to read as follows:

Section 1. That cities of the first class shall
have the power to lease, purchase or construct, and
maintain public auditoriums and art museums, and
to use or let the same for such public and private
purposes for such compensation and rental and up-
on such conditions as shall be prescribed by ordi-
nance, and to issue negotiable bonds for the purchase
or construction thereof on such conditions and in
such manner as shall be preseribed by its charter or
by general law for the borrowing of money for cor-
porate purposes.

Sec. 2. This aect is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and its existing pub-
lic institutions, and shall take effect immediately.
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
