LEGISLATIVE PRINTING.

AN ACT appropriating the sum of fifteen thousand dollars
($15,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary for the
printing of the twenty-third legislature and declaring an
emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That there be and there is hereby Appropria-

appropriated out of the general fund the sum of tion.

fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000.00), or so much
thereof as may be necessary to pay for such printing
as may be ordered by the twenty-third legislature,
or either branch thereof.
