CAPITAL OUTLAY REAPPROPRIATION TO HIGHWAYS
DEPARTMENT.

AN ACT reappropriating a certain sum from the motor vehicle
fund for capital outlay, including the purchase and im-
provement of lands and erection of buildings, including the
necessary salaries and wages incident thereto, and declaring
that this act shall take effect immediately.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Reappropria- SECTION 1. That there is hereby reappropriatedtion. o
from the motor vehicle fund for the use of the di-
rector of highways and the department of highways
for capital outlay, which shall include the purchase
and improvement of lands and the erection of build-
ings, including the necessary salaries and wages
incident thereto, the sum of one hundred sixty-two
thousand ninety-five and 02/100 dollars ($162,-
095.02), the same being the unexpended balance of
the appropriation contained in section 16, chapter
208, Laws of 1937, as shown by the State Auditor's
books on December 31, 1938: Provided, That no ex-
penditure under the authority of this act shall exceed
the unexpended balance of the appropriation con-
tained in section 16, chapter 208, Laws of 1937.

That this act is necessary for the im-
immediately, mediate preservation of the public peace, health and

safety and the support of the state government and
its existing public institutions, and shall take effect
immediately.
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
