STATE PARKS COMMITTEE.
AN ACT relating to the State Parks Committee, adding certain

officers thereto, and defining their duties, privileges and
authority; amending section 10 of chapter 7 of the Laws of
1921 (section 10768, Remington's Revised Statutes, also
Pierce's Perpetual Code 228-15); and declaring an emer-
gency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Was hingtonm:

Amend- SECTION 1. Section 10 of chapter 7 of the Laws
ments. of 1921 (section 10768 Remington's Revised Statutes,

also Pierce's Perpetual Code 228-15), is amended to
read as follows:

State Parks Section 10. The Commissioner of Public Lands,
Committee. the Secretary of State, the State Auditor, the Lieu-

tenant-Governor, and the State Treasurer, ex officio,
shall constitute the State Parks Committee, which
shall have the'power, and it shall be its duty, to
exer-cise all the powers and perform all the duties
now vested in, and required to be performd by, the
State Board of Park Commissioners.

Effective SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediately
Immediately. [immediate] preservation of the public peace, health

and safety and for the immediate support of the state
government and its existing public institutions and
shall take effect immediately.
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
