MOTOR VEHICLES.

AN Acr relating to vehicles and the operation thereof on public
highways of this state; amending section 2a, chapter 133,
Laws of 1943, and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. Section 2a, chapter 133, Laws of 1943,
is amended to read as follows:

Section 2a. Section 113, chapter 189, Laws of
1937 (section 6360-113, Remington’s Revised Stat-
utes, Volume 7A), is hereby suspended during the
existence of the present national emergency created
by the existing war. Such suspension shall expire
and be of no force and effect whatever on and after
the formal termination of the existing war by the
signing of a treaty of peace or by the proclamation
of the President of the United States, but in no event
to extend past April 1, 1947,

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
preservation of the public peace, health and safety
and shall take effect immediately.
