Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Section 1, chapter 13, Laws of 1933
(sec. 4618-1, Rem. Rev. Stat.; sec. 898-41, PPC) is
amended to read as follows:

Degre Ie masy Section 1. The degree of bachelor of arts in edu-
be granted,. cation, or the degree of bachelor of arts, may be

granted to any student who has completed one of
the four-year courses of study in the Central Wash-
ington College of Education, the Eastern Washing-
ton College of Education, or the Western Washington
College of Education: Provided, Said courses of
study are authorized in accordance with the pre-
scribed law and represent four (4) years of work.
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
