DEFICIENCY APPROPRIATION.

AN ACT making a deficiency appropriation for apportionment
to counties as provided by section 7, chaptcr 141, Laws of
1945 (section 4936, Remington's Revised Statutes, Supple-
ment, also Pierce's Perpetual Code 889-9), and declaring
an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. By reason of a deficiency existing in Deflciency

or so much thereof as shall be found necessary is
hereby appr ,priated from the State School Equal-
ization Fund, for the fiscal biennium beginning April
1, 1945, and ending March 31, 1947:

For distribution to counties as provided by
section 7, chapter 141, Laws of 1945
(section 4936, Remington's Revised
Statutes, Supplement, also Pierce's
Perpetual Code 889-9) .............. $340,000.00

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate Emergency.
