LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL—EXPENSE ALLOWANCE,

AN Acr increasing the expense allowance of members of the
legislative council, and amending section 44.24.060, R.C.W.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State® of
Washington:

SecTION 1. Section 44.24.060, of the Revised Code
of Washington, derived from section 6 of chapter
36 of the Liaws of 1947, is hereby amended to read
as follows: .

The members of the council shall be reimbursed
for their expenses incurred while attending sessions
of the council or meetings of any subcommittees of
the council or while engaged on other council busi-
ness authorized by the council to the extent of fifteen
dollars per day plus eight cents per mile in going
and coming from council sessions or subcommittee
meetings or for travel on other council business au-
thorized by the council. All expenses incurred by
the council, including salaries of employees, shall
be paid upon voucher forms as provided by the state
auditor and signed by the chairman or vice-chairman
of the council and attested by the secretary of said
council, and the authority of said chairman and
secretary to sign vouchers shall continue until their
successors are selected in each ensuing session of the
legislature. Vouchers may be drawn upon funds
appropriated generally by the legislature for legis-
lative expenses or upon any special appropriation
which may be provided by the legislature for the
expenses of the council.
