CITIES—LOCAL IMPROVEMENTS—FORECLOSURE SALES.

AN Acr relating to local improvements by cities and towns; and
amending section 35.50.120, RCW, with respect to the date
of sale of properties under foreclosure proceedings.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectroN 1. Section 35.50.120, RCW, as derived
from section 1, chapter 9, Laws of 1933, is amended
to read as follows:

All sales shall be held by the city or town trea-
surer at the front door of the city or town hall or
the building in which the treasurer’s office is located.
All sales shall be made on Saturday between the
hours of nine o’clock in the morning and four o’clock
in the afternoon, unless the treasurer’s office of the
city or town is closed on that day in accordance with
law, in which event the sale shall be held on the
next preceding business day, and shall continue from
day to day, Saturdays, Sundays and holidays ex-
cepted, during the same hours until all lots, tracts,
or parcels of land or other property are sold.
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
