STATE HIGHWAY COMMISSION—CONTRACTS—
DAY LABOR.
AN Act authorizing state highway district engineers to award
certain contracts and amending section 47.28.030, RCW.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. Section 47.28.030, RCW, as derived
from section 41, chapter 53, Laws of 1937, as last
amended by section 1, chapter 70, Laws of 1949, is
amended to read as follows:

A state highway shall be constructed, altered,
repaired, or improved by contract or day labor. The
work may be done by day labor when the estimated
cost thereof is less than fifteen thousand dollars.
When the state highway commission determines to
do the work by day labor, it shall enter a resolution
upon its records to that effect, stating the reasons
therefor. The state highway commission may au-
thorize any district engineer of the highway depart-
ment to award any contract for work not exceeding
a cost of fifteen thousand dollars. All such awards
shall be subject to the approval of the commission
and shall follow the same procedures as are pre-
scribed for other highway department contracts ex-
cept as provided in this section.
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
