CONVEYANCE OF LAND BY TACOMA METROPOLITAN
PARK DISTRICT.

AN Act authorizing the metropolitan park district of Tacoma
to sell to the First Evangelical Lutheran Church of Tacoma
a parcel of land located in the city of Tacoma.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. The board of park commissioners of
the metropolitan park district of Tacoma is author-
ized and empowered to convey to the First Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church of Tacoma for such con-
sideration as may be determined by the board of
park commissioners of the metropolitan park district
of Tacoma and the board of trustees of the First
Evangelical Lutheran Church of Tacoma a parcel
of land located in the City of Tacoma, Pierce County,
Washington, and more particularly described as fol-
lows:

Lots three to six, inclusive, Block 518, Map of pescription.

New Tacoma, Washington Territory, according
to plat filed for record February 3, 1875, in the
office of the County Auditor of Pierce County;
together with a ten foot strip of alley adjacent
thereto, vacated by ordinance No. 8906 of the
city of Tacoma; and also together with that por-
tion of the west one foot of South “I” Street
adjacent to said lots, vacated by ordinance No.
9452 of the city of Tacoma.
