RECREATIONAL LAKE IN LEWIS RIVER-STUDY-
APPROPRIATION.

AN ACT relating to state parks and recreation; providing for a
study of the feasibility of creating a recreational lake in
the east fork of the Lewis river.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Feasibility SECTION 1. In addition to all other powers and
study author--y te tt
ized. duties provided bylaw, tesaeparks and recrea-

tion commission shall make a study of the feasibility
of constructing a dam to create a recreational lake
in the east fork of the Lewis river within the
vicinity of Paradise Point in the northeast quarter
of section thirty-two, township five north; range one
East W. M. in Clark county.

Appropriation. SEC. 2. There is hereby appropriated to the state
parks and recreation commission from the parks
and parkways account in the general fund for the
biennium ending June 30, 1961, the sum of one
thousand five hundred dollars or so much thereof
as may be necessary to be used to carry out the
purposes of this act.
