CHAPTER LXXXII.

REQUIRING COUNTY COMMISSIONERS TO PROVIDE
OFFICES FOR COUNTY OFFICERS.

AN ACT to authorize boards of county commissioners to provide
suitable offices for the use of each county officer.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Washington:

SECTION 1. The boards of county commissioners of the
several counties of the state shall provide a suitable fur-
nished office for each of the county officers in their respec-
tive court houses.
