PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT INCREASING
SALARIES OF STATE OFFICERS.

AN Act for the amendment of article II1 of the Constitution of
the State of Washington relating to the salaries of state
officers.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. That at the general election to be
held in this state on the Tuesday next succeeding
the first Monday in November, 1920, there shall be
submitted to the qualified electors of this state, for
their adoption and approval or rejection, an amend-
ment to article III of the Constitution of the State
of Washington, so that sections 14, 16, 17, 19, 20,
21, and 22 of said article IIT shall, when amended,
read as follows:

Section 14. The governor shall receive an an-
nual salary of ten thousand dollars.

Section 16. The lieutenant-governor shall be
the presiding officer of the state senate, and shall
discharge such other duties as may be prescribed
by law. He shall receive an annual salary of two
thousand five hundred dollars.

Section 17. The secretary of state shall keep a
record of the official acts of the legislature and exec-
utive department of the state, and shall, when re-
quired, lay the same, and all matters relative there-
to, before either branch of the legislature, and shall
perform such other duties as shall be assigned him
by law. He shall receive an annual salary of five
thousand dollars.

Section 19. The treasurer shall perform such
duties as shall be prescribed by law. He shall re-
ceive an annual salary of five thousand dollars.
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Section 20. The auditor shall be auditor of pub-
lic accounts, and shall have such powers and per-
form such duties in connection therewith as may
be prescribed by law. He shall receive an annual
salary of five thousand dollars.

Section 21. The attorney general shall be legal
adviser of the state officers, and shall perform such
other duties as may be prescribed by law. He shall
receive an annual salary of six thousand dollars.

Section 22. The superintendent of public in-
struction shall have supervision over all matters
pertaining to public schools, and shall perform such
special duties as may be prescribed by law. He
shall receive an annual salary of five thousand dol-
lars.

Sec. 2. The secretary of state shall cause the
amendment proposed in section 1 of this act to be
published for three months next preceding said elec-
tion in some weekly newspaper in every county
where a newspaper is published, throughout the
state.
