STATE GRANT OF ESCHEATED LANDS.

AN ACT granting to Skagit county and to J. H. Havecost all right,
title and interest of the State of Washington in and to cer-
tain land situated in section 35, township 35 north, range 1
east, Willamette Meridian.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. WHEREAS, upon the decease of Wil- Grant to

liam Alexander intestate, lot 1 and the northeast inai and
J H. Have-

quarter of the southwest quarter and the northwest c st.
quarter of the southeast quarter of section 35, town-
ship 35, north, range 1 east, Willamette Meridian,
escheated by operation of law to the State of Wash-
ington, but whereas no order of escheat was ever
entered in his estate; and whereas the state has
made no attempt to assert title to the said described
land but the county of Skagit, on May 9, 1902, sold
the northwest quarter of the southeast quarter for
taxes and the same has by mesne conveyances
passed to J. H. Havecost; and on July 18, 1902, sold
lot 1 and the northeast quarter of the southwest
quarter for taxes and Skagit county is now the rec-
ord owner thereof, the State of Washington hereby
grants unto J. H. Havecost, his heirs, executors, ad-
ministrators, successors, and assigns, all right, title
and interest of the State of Washington in and to
the northwest quarter of the southeast quarter of
section 35, township 35, north, range 1 east; and to
Skagit county and its assigns all right, title and in-
terest of the State of Washington in and to lot 1
and the northeast quarter of the southwest quarter
of section 35, township 35, north, range 1 east, Wil-
lamette Meridian.
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
