RIGHTS OF WAY ACROSS BELLINGHAM NORMAL
SCHOOL LANDS.

AN ACT authorizing the board of trustees of the state normal
school at Bellingham to grant rights of way for highway
across such school lands.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That the board of trustees of the state Trustees
authorized

normal school at Bellingham are hereby authorized togrant
rights of

to grant to the park board of the city of Bellingham .way
without charge a right of way for a highway over
and across any of the lands belonging to such school:
Provided, That neither the State of Washington, the
said state normal school, nor any of the lands thereof
shall ever be assessed or required to pay any part
'of the cost of construction, improvement, or mainte-
nance of any such highway.
