RIGHTS OF WAY OVER STATE LANDS.

A- ACT relating to the public lands of the state, granting rights
of way thereon and amending section 8103 of Remington's
Compiled Statutes of Washington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. That section 8103 Remington's Com-
piled Statutes of Washington be amended to read
as follows:

Section 8103. A right of way through, over and
across the public lands of the State of Washington,
and tide lands, shore lands, oyster reserves belong-
ing to the state and reversionary interest of the
state in oyster lands, which have been or may here-
after be established or arise, is hereby granted to
any municipal or private corporation, company, as-
sociation or individual, constructing or proposing
to construct, or which has heretofore constructed,
any telephone line, ditch, flume or pipe line for the
domestic water supply of any municipality, or trans-
mission line for the purpose of generating or trans-
mitting electricity for light, heat or power.

Passed the Senate February 6, 1925.
Approved by the Governor February 11, 1925.
