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In computing the valuation of such property any
non-assessable property owned by the United States,
state, county, city, town, school district or other
public corporation, shall be valued at the same rate
as assessed property similarly situated.

Sec. 2. That section 1 of chapter 168 of the
Laws of 1915, pages 526-527; chapter 128 of the
Laws of 1921, pages 420-421 and chapter 135 of the
Laws of 1923, pages 371-373, are hereby repealed:
Prowvided, That such repeal shall not operate to affect
the validity of any act done under and by virtue of
either of said acts repealed or the levy and collection
of any assessments made thereunder.
