CHAPTER 53.

[H. B. 248.]

CURRENT STATE SCHOOL SUSPENSE FUND ABOLISHED.

AN Act transferring certain moneys in and to be paid into
the state treasury and abolishing the current state school
suspense fund, and defining the duties and powers of the
State Treasurer in connection therewith, and declaring that
this act shall take effect April 1, 1939.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SeEcTION 1. That all moneys in the state treasury
to the credit of the current state school suspense
fund on the first day of May, 1939, and all moneys
thereafter paid into the state treasury for, or to the
credit of, the current state school suspense fund, shall
be and are hereby transferred to, and placed in the
general fund. ‘

See. 2. That from and after the first day of May,
1939, the current state school suspense fund in the
state treasury shall be and is hereby abolished.

Sec. 3. That from and after the first day of May,
1939, all warrants drawn on the current state school
suspense fund and not presented for payment, shall
be paid from the general fund, and it shall be the
duty of the State Treasurer, and he is hereby di-
rected, to pay such warrants, when presented, from
the general fund.

Sec. 4. That this act is necessary for the imme-
diate support of the state government and its exist-
ing public institutions and shall take effect April 1,
1939.
