CHAPTER 38.

SERVICE RECORD OF VETERANS RECORDED BY
COUNTY AUDITORS.
AN Acrt relating to service records of veterans.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. Each County Auditor of the several
counties of the State of Washington shall record
upon presentation without expense, in a suitable
permanent record the honorable discharge of any
veteran who was a resident of the county, at the
time of his enlistment or induction into the armed
forces of the United States.

Sec. 2. A certified copy of such record shall be
prima facie proof for all purposes of the services

_rendered, citizenship, place and date of birth of such

veteran.
