SPORTING CONTESTS-FRAUDS.
AN ACT relating to frauds In sporting contest, and providing

penalties therefor; and repealing any act in conflict there-
with except chapter 55, Laws of 1933, as amended.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Every person who shall give, offer, Penty for

receive or promise, directly or indirectly, anycorn- resut on?

pensation, gratuity or reward, or make any promise contest.

thereof, or who shall fraudulently commit any act
by trick, device or bunco, or any means whatsoever
with intent to influence or change the outcome of
any sporting contest between men or between ani-
mals, shall be guilty of a felony and shall be pun-
ished by imprisonment in the state penitentiary for
not less than five (5) years.

SEC. 2. All of the acts and statutes in Conflict Acts
herewith are hereby repealed except chapter 55,rpald
Laws of 1933, and amendments thereto.
