VITAL STATISTICS—REPORTS OF DEATHS.

AN Act relating to elections; and adding a new section to
. chapter 29.10, R.C.W.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. There is hereby added a new section
to chapter 29.10, R.C.W., to read as follows:

On or before the fifteenth day of July and quar-
terly thereafter, the local registrar of vital statistics
in cities of the first class and the registrar of vital
statistics of the state shall file a sworn statement
with the secretary of state. The form of said state-
ment shall be furnished by the secretary and shall
recite the number of deaths that have occurred
during the three months’ period immediately preced-
ing the date of said report and the fact that the
county auditor or city clerk, as the case may be,
has been notified. The number of deaths shall be

further segregated as to city, town or rural areas.
