CITIES AND TOWNS—SALE OF WATER.

AN Acr relating to the sale of water by any city or town out-

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington:
RCW 0.40.200 SecTION 1. Section 1, chapter 12, Laws of 1917,
as last amended by section 8, chapter 288, Laws of
1957 and RCW 80.40.200 are each amended to read
as follows:
Municipal A city or town may enter into a firm contract

which such water is obtained, which contract may
fix the terms upon which the outside distribution
systems will be installed and the rates at which
and the manner in which payment shall be made
for the water supplied or for the service rendered.
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
