CHAPTER 1.

[ S.B.33. 3]

APPROPRIATION—LEGISLATORS’ SUBSISTENCE.

AN Act Relating to Legislators’ subsistence; making an
appropriation; and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTioN 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the state general fund the sum of eighty-one
thousand four hundred dollars for payment to
members of the legislature in lieu of subsistence and
lodging while in attendance at the first extraordinary
session of the thirty-seventh legislature.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and shall take effect
immediately.

CHAPTER 2.

[S.B.34.1]

APPROPRIATION—LEGISLATIVE EXPENSES.

AN Act Relating to the expenses of the legislature; making
appropriations therefor; and declaring an emergency.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SecTiON 1. There is hereby appropriated out of
the state general fund to the legislature the sum of
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one hundred nineteen thousand three hundred
seventy dollars, or so much thereof as may be nec-
essary for the purpose of paying the expenses, except
printing, of the legislature. From the amount hereby
appropriated:

(1) The Senate shall not expend more than
fifty-one thousand six hundred twenty dollars; and

(2) The House of Representatives shall not
expend more than sixty-seven thousand seven hun-
dred fifty dollars: Provided, That none of the funds
appropriated by this section shall be expended by
or for the legislative council, the legislative budget
committee, or any other legislative interim com-
mittee.

Sec. 2. There is hereby appropriated out of the
state general fund to the legislature the sum of
twelve thousand five hundred dollars, or so much
thereof as may be necessary, to pay for such printing
asmay be ordered by the legislature, or either branch
thereof.

Sec. 3. There is hereby appropriated out of the
state general fund to the legislature the sum of thirty
seven thousand dollars, or so much thereof as may
be necessary, for printing and publication of the
session laws and for supplying codes and supple-
ments to members and officers of the legislature
under the provisions of RCW 1.08.070.

Sec. 4. This act is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and shall take effect
immediately.
