John B. Allen's term expired March 4, 1893, 

when no election was had owing to a deadlock in the legislature. 

Governor McGraw appointed Mr. Allen, but the U. S. Senate refused 

to seat him, and Mr. Squire was therefore the only representative 

of the State of Washington in the U. S. Senate until March 4, 1895, 

when John L. Wilson was elected and took the oath of office to fill 

the unexpired term of four years, when he was succeeded March 4, 

1899, by Addison G. Foster, whose term expired March 4, 1905, and 

who in turn was succeeded by Samuel H. Piles, whose term will 
expire March 4, 1911.

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JOINT RULES OF THE SENATE AND HOUSE 

OF REPRESENTATIVES. 

REGULAR SESSION OF 1907. 

Committee of Conference and Free Conference. 

Rule 1. In every case of an amendment of a b'ill, or joint or 

concurrent resolution, agreed to in one house, dissented from in 

the other and not receded from by the one making the same, 

such house shall appoint a committee to confer with a like com­

mittee to be appointed by the other, and the committee s0 ap­

pointed shall meet at a convenient hour, to be agreed upon by 

tneir respective chairmen, and shall confer upon the differences 

between the two houses as indicated by the amendment made in 

one and rejected in the other, and report as early as convenient 

the result of their conference to their respective houses. If after 

such a report the two houses shall disagree upon the recom­

mendations of the reporting committees as to their differences 

between the two houses, a committee of free conference sha11 

be appointed to whom the whole subject matter embraced in the 

bill or resolution shall be committed, and the committee of free 

conference may report by new bill or resolution, or otherwise, 

and bills or resolutions so reported shall be treated as amend­

ments, unless such bills or resolutions are comprised entirely 

of original matter, in which case they sha11 receive the treat­

ment required in the respective houses for original bills or reso­

lutions, as the case may be. 

Messages. 

Rule 2. Messages from the senate to the house of represent­

atives shall be delivered by the secretary or assistant secretary_ 

and messages from the house of representatives to the senate 

shall be delivered by the chief clerk or assistant clerk who shall 

be announced by the. doorkeeper, enter within the bar, announce 

or deliver his message. 
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Bills. 

Rule 3. Each house shall communicate its final action on 
any bill, or resolution, or matter in which the other may be en­
trusted, in writing, signed by the secretary or clerk of the house 
from which such notice is sent. 

Rule 4. After a bill shall have passed both houses, it shall 
be duly enrolled by the enrolling clerk of the house in which it 
originated, and shall be examined by the enrolling committee of 
such house, who shall carefully compare the enrollment with the 
engrossed bill, as passed, correcting any errors that may be dis­
covered in the enrolled bill, procure in open session the signa­
ture thereto of the necessary officers of the two houses, present 
the same to the governor, and forthwith report to such house the 
time when such presentation to the governor was made. The en­
rolling clerk shall endorse upon the back of each bill the house in 
which said bill originated. 

Rule 5. All joint resolutions to be presented to the gover­
nor, excepting such as may be addressed to him, shall take the 
usual course of bills. 

Rule 6. Each house shall transmit to the other papers on 
which any bill or resolution may be founded. 

Printing. 

Rule 7. The standing committees on printing of the two 
houses shall be a joint standing committee, who shall examine all 
matters proposed to be printed by concurrent order, and shall re­
port what part of such matter is needful to print. .Each house 
may order the printing of bills introduced, reports of its own com­
mittees, and other matters pertaining to such house only; but 
no other printing shall b3 ordered except by a concurrent resolu­
tion passed by both houses. It shall be the duty of the secretary 
of the senate and the clerk of the house to compare the bills in­
troduced in each house and such bills as are introduced in both 
houses and are of the same wording shall only be printed in one 
house. 

Resolutions. 

Rule 8. Joint resolutions and memorials addressed to con­
gress, or either house thereof, or to the president of the United 
States, or the head of any of the national departments, or propos-
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ing amendments to the state constitution, shall be treated in all 
respects as bills. 

Vetoes. 

Rule 9. Bills which have passed a previous legislature, and 
which are transmitted to the legislature next sitting, accom­
panied by a message or statement of the governor's disapproval, 
or veto of the same, shall become the subject of a special order; 
and when the special order for their consideration is reached 
and called, the said message or statement shall be read, together 
with the bill or bills so disapproved or vetoed, and the message 
and bill shall be read by the clerk without interruption, consec­
utively, one following the other, and not upon separate occas­
sions; and no such bill or message shall be referred to any com­
mittee, or otherwise acted upon, save as provided by law and cus­
tom; that is to say, that immediately following such reading the 
only question (except as hereinafter stated) which shall be put 
by the speaker is, "Shall the bill pass, notwithstanding the ob­
jections of the governor?" u·shall not be in order, any time, to 
vote upon such vetoed bill without the same shall have first been 
read, from the first word of its title to and including the last 
word of its final section; and no motion shall be entertained after 
the chair has stated the question save a motion for the "previous 
question," but the merits of the bill itself may be debated. 

Rule 10. That the senate bills in the house, and house bills 
in the senate be the special order on Wednesday of each week 
during the session. 

Rule 11. All amendatory acts shall refer to the title of the 
act amended in full and date of approval. Committees 'Shall 
amend or substitute all titles to conform to this rule. 
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RULES OF THE SENATE. 

Session of 1907. 

Rule 1. The president shall call the senate to order each 
day of sitting at 10:00 o'clo�k a. m., unless the senate shall have 
adjourned to some other hour. 

Quorum. 

Rule 2. A majority of all members elected to the senate shall 
be necessary to constitute a quorum to do business: Provided, 

That less than a quorum may adjourn from day to day until a 
quorum can be had. 

Duties c;,f the President. 

Rule 3. The president shall take the chair and call the sen­
ate to order precisely at the hour appointed for meeting, and, if 
a quorum be present, shall cause the journal of the preceding day 
to be read. He shall preserve order and decorum, and in case 
of any disturbance or disorderly conduct within the chamber, 
-shall order the sergeant-at-arms to suppress the same, and may
order the arrest of any person creating any disturbance within
the senate chamber. He may speak to points of order in prefer­
en<;e to members, arising from his seat for that purpose, and
shall decide all questions of order without debate, subject to an
appeal to the senate by any three members, on which appeal no 
member shall speak more than once without leave of the _senate.
He shall have charge of and see that all officers, attaches and
clerks perform their respective duties, and shall, in open session,
sign all acts, addresses and joint resolutions. He shall sign all
writs, warrants and subpoenas issued by order of the senate; all
of which shall be attested by the secretary. He shall have gen­
eral control of the senate chamber and lobby, and have the right
to name any senator to perform the duties of the chair, but such
substitution shall not extend beyond an adjournment, nor author­
ize the senator so substituted to sign any document requiring
the signature of the president.
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President Pro Tern. 

Rule 4. Upon the organization of the senate the members 

shall s.elect one of their number as president pro tern, who shall 

have all the power and authority, and who shall discharge all 

the duties of the president during his absence or inability to dis­

charge the duties of his office. 

Subordinate Officers. 

Rule 5. The subordinate officers of the senate shall perform 

such duties as usually pertain to their respective positions in 

legislative bodies, under the direction of the president, and such 

other duties as the senate may impose upon them. The compen­

sation of any employe of the senate shall not be increased ex­

cept by a two-thirds vote of all members of the senate, and the 

names of all members voting thereon shall be entered in the 

journal. Under no circumstances shall the compensation of an 

employe be increased for past services. 

Standing Committees. 

Rule 6. The president shall appoint all special, joint and 

the hereinafter named standing committees on the part of the 

senate; Provided, however, that the appointment of such stand­

ing committees shall be subject to the confirmation of the senate, 

such confirmation to be made a special order at 2: 30 o'clock p. 

m. on the day following the announcement of appointment by the

president. In the event the senate shall refuse to confirm any

committee or committees, such committee or committees shall

be forthwith elected by the senate. The following standing com­

mittees shall constitute the standing committees of the senate.

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Committee Reference. 

Rule 7. When a motion i& made to refer to a subject, and dif­

ferent committees are proposed, the question shall be taken in 

the following order: 

First: The Committee of the Whole Senate. 

Second. A Standing Committee. 

Third. A Select Committee. 

Duties of Committees. 

Rule 8. 'The several committees shall fully consider all 

measures referred to them, and the Committee on Claims and 

Auditing shall carefully consider all items of expenditure or­

dered or contracted on the part of the senate or any of its em­

ployes, and report upon the same prior to the voucher being 

signed by the president and secretary of the senate authorizing 

the payment thereof. 

The committees shall acquaint themselves with the interests 

of the stace specially represented by the committee, and from 

time to time present such bills and reports as in their judgment 

will advance the interests and promote the welfare of the people 

of the state. 

The Committee on Rules and Joint Rules shall have charge 

of the daily calendar of the senate and •shall direct the secretary 

tae order in which the business of the senate shall be transacted, 

Provided, however, that by a vote of the majority of the senate 

any bill may be advanced to any place on the calendar, and any 

bill may be withdrawn from the committee by a like majority of 

the senate and placed upon the calendar in such position as may 

be ordered. No committee shall sit during the daily session of the 

senate unless by special leave. 

Committee Reports. 

Rule 9. All reports of committee,s shall be signed by such 

members thereof as concur therein, and the report, with the names 

of the signers thereof, shall be read by the secrefary, or at the 

secretary's desk by the member making the report, without a mo­

tion, unless the reading be dispensed with by the senate. The 

members of the cor.imittee not concuring in the majority report 

may prepare a written minority report, sign and present the 
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same to the senate, and both majority and minority reports shall 

in all cases shall be spread in full upon the journal. 

Senate Employes. 

Rule 10. No person other than the regular officers of the sen­
ate shall be employed by the senate, or any committee thereof, 

except by consent of the senate having been previously obtained 
by resolution, which resolution shall be referred to the Commit­
tee on Senate Employes other than Regular, and reported upon 

by that committee before action is taken thereon. 

The regular employes or officers of the senate shall not exceed 

thirty-three in number. 

All clerks and stenographers shall report to the secretary or 

assistant secretary of the senate in answer to a roll call thirty 
minutes before the convening of the ·senate eacn day and shall 

be subject to assignment by him. All other employes shall re­

port to the sergeant-at-arms or the assistant sergeant-at-arms 

for roll call thirty minutes before the opening of each session. 

All committee clerks shall report to the chairman of their 

respective committees at the opening of the session each day 

and shall be subject to the orders of such chairman. 

All senate employes shall remain on duty daily during the 

hours designarnd by the secretary and sergeant-at-arms, respect­

ively. Failure to comply with this requirement will work a for­

feHure of one day's salary in each case of delinquency on bein� 

reported to the president of the senate. 

Committee of the Whole. 

Rule 11. In forming the committee of the whole, the presi· 

dent shall name a chairman to preside, and all bills considered 

shall be read by sections and the chairman shall call for amend­

ments and debates thereon at the conclusion of the reading of

each section. The body of the bill shall not be defaced or in-· 

terlined, but all amendments (noting the page and line) shall be 

duly entered by the secretary on a separate paper as the same 

shall be agreed to by the committee, and so reported to the senate 

for action. 

Rules in Committee of the Whole. 

Rule 12. The rules of the senate shall apply to proceedings 

in committee of the whole, except that the previous question 
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shall not be ordered nor the ayes and noes demanded, but the 

committee may limit the number of times that any member may 

speak at any stage of the proceedings during its sitting. 

Messages Received. 

Rule 13. Messages may be received by the president while 

the committee of the whole is sitting; in which case the presi­

dent shall resume the chair, receive the message, and vocate the 

chair in favor of the chairman of the committee. 

Report of Committee of the Whole. 

Rule 14. A motion that the committee of the whole rise shall 

always be in order, and shall be decided without debate. 

Suspend Rules for Committee of the Whole. 

Rule 15. The senate may at any time, by a vote of the major­

ity of the members present, suspend the rules and orders of the 

senate for the purpose of going into the committee of the whole 

for the consideration of any bw, memorial or resolution before 

the senate. 

Enrolled and Engrossed Bills. 

Rule 16. The committees on enrolled and engrossed bills 

may report at any time during the sitting of the senate. 

Order of Business. 

Rule 17. After the roll i.s called and journal read and ap­

proved, business shall be disposed of in the following order: 

First. Presentation of petitions, memorials, resolutions and 

motions. 

Second. Reports of standing committees. 

Third. Reports of select committees. 

Fourth. Messages from the governor and other state officers. 

Fifth. Messages from the house of representatives. 

Sixth. Introduction and first reading of bills. 

Seventh. S-econd reading and reference of bills. 

Eighth. Business on general file and third reading of bills. 

Ni nth. Business lying on the table. 

Tenth. The orders of the day. 

Eleventh. Unfinished business. 

Business to be Announced. 

Rule 18. The president shall, on each day, announce to the 

senate the business in order, agreeable to the preceding rule, and 
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no business shall be taken up or considered until the class to 

which it belongs shall be declared in order. 

Unfinished Business. 

Rule 19. The unfinished business at the preceding adjourn· 

ment shall have the preference on the orders of the day, except· 

ing special orders, and no motion or any other business shall be 

received without special leave of the senate until the former is 

di-sposed of.

Reading of Bills. 

Rule 20. Every bill shall receive three readings previous to 

its passage. The president shall give notice at each, whether it 

be the first, second or third reading. The first and second read­

ings may, by consent of a majority of the senate, be on the same 

day. The third reading of every bill shall be by sections, and 

upon its final passage the vote must be taken by yeas and nays 

the names of the senators voting for and against the same to be 

entered upon the journal, and the majority of the members 

elected to the senate must bf recorded thereon as voting in its 

favor to secure its passage by the senate. 

General File. 

Rule 21. All bills that have passed a second reading which 

have not been referred, and all bills reported by committees 

after the second reading, shall be placed upon the general file, and 

shall be considered in the order in which they became entitled 

to a position on the file, unless otherwise specially ordered by a 

majority vote of the senate. 

Engrossed Bills. 

Rule 22. Engrossed bills shall be placed at the head of the 

general file in the order in which they are reported engrossed 

(except general appropriation bills, which shall be placed at the 

head of the general file). 

Bills May be Committed. 

Rule 23. A bill may be committed with special instructions 

to amend at any time before taking the final vote. 

Only One Subject. 

Rule 24. No bill shall embrace more than one ,subject, and 

that shall be expressed in a title. 
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Amending an Act. 

Rule 25. No bill shall ever be revised or amended by mere 
reference to its title, but the act revised or the section amended 
shall be set forth at full length. 

Introduction of Bills. 

Rule 26. No bill shall be considered in the senate unless the 
time of its introduction shall have been at least ten days before 
the final adjournment of the senate, unless the senate shall other­
wise direct by a vote of two-thirds of all the members elected 
thereto, said vote to be taken by yeas and nays, and entered 

upon the journal, or unless the same be at a special session. 

Limit to Amendments. 

Rule 27. No amendment to any bill shall be ailowed which 
shall change the scope and object of the bill. 

Reconsideration. 

Rule 28. On the second day next succeeding the final vote on 

any bill, said vote may be reconsidered on motion of any member, 
provided notice of intention to move a reconsideration was given 

on the day or on the next ,succeeding day such final vote was 
taken by a senator wno voted on that side which prevailed, and 
no motion to reconsider shall be in order on the day such final 

vote is taken, except by unanimous consent. A motion to recon· 

sider shall have precedence over every other motion, except a 
motion to adjourn; and when the senate adjourns while a motion 
to reconsider is pending or before passing the order of motions, 

resolutions and notices, the right to move a reconsideration shall 
continue to the next day of sitting. No notice of reconsideration 
of any final vote shall be in order on the day preceeding the last 
day of the session. Motions to reconsider a vote upon amend­
ments to any pending question may be made and decided at once. 

Appropriation Bills. 

Rule 29. Bills appropriating money shall be considered in 
committee of the whole senate, and no change in the amount ap­

propriated shall be made out.side of the committee of the whole. 

Printing of Bills, etc. 

Rule 30. Unless otherwise ordered, 450 copies of all bills of 

a general nature originating in the senate shall be printed for the 
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use of the senate and house of representatives, and such other 

bills and matter shall be printed as may be ordered by the ,senate. 

Special Order. 

Rule 31. The president shall call the senate to order at the 

hour fixed for the consideration of a special order, and announce 

that the special order is before the senate, which shall then be 

considered unless it is postponed by a two-thirds vote, and any 

business before the senate at the time of the announcement of 

the special order shall take its regular position in the order of 

business. 

Words to be Underlined. 

Rule 32. All bills introduced in the senate, which are in­

tended to amend existing statutes, shall have the words which 

are amendatory to such existing statute underlined or under­

scored, so that in the printed bills which are presented for the 

perusal of the members, such new or amendatory matter shall 

be easily discerned. 

Joint Resolutions and Memorials. 

Rule 33. Joint resolutions and memorials addressed to con­

gress, or either house thereof, or to the president of the United 

States, or the heads of any of the national departments, or pro­

posing amendments to the state constitution, shall be subject in 

all respects to the foregoing rules governing the course of bills. 

Senate Resolutions. 

Rule 34. Resolutions other than those referred to in rule 33, 

shall be treated as motions in all proceedings of the senate. 

Motions. 

Rule 35. No motion shall be entertained until it shall be 

seconded, nor debated until announced by the president. It shall 

be reduced to writing and read by the secretary, if desired by the 

president or any senator, before it shall be debated, and by con­

sent of the senate may be withdrawn before amendment or ac­

tion_ 

Motion to Adjourn. 

Rule 36. A motion to adjourn shall always be ,n order_ The 

name of the senator moving to adjourn, and the time when the 

motion was made shall be entered on the journal. 

-5
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Precedence of Motions. 

Rule 37. When a question is under debate, no motion shall 

be received but the following, which shall have precedence in 

the order named: 

First. To fix the time to which to adjourn. 

Second. To adjourn. 

Third. For a call of rhe senate. 

Fourth. To iay on the table. 

Fifth. For the previous question. 

Sixth. To postpone to a day cercain. 

Seventh. To commit. 

Eighth. To amend. 

Ninth. To postpone indefinitely. 

The second, third and fifth motions shall be decided without 

debate, and no motion to postpone to a day certain, to commit, 

or postpone indifinitely, being decided, shall again be allowed on 

the same day and at the same stage of the proceedings, and when 

a question has been postponed indefinitely it shall not again be 

introduced during the session, except this rule .ie suspended by 

a two-thirds vote. 

Cal I for Division. 

Rule 38. Any senator may call for a division of a question, 

which shall be divided if it embraces subjects so distinct that one 

being taken away. a substantive proposition shall remain for the 

decision of the senate; but a motion to strike' out and insert shall 

not be divided. 

Previous Question. 

Rule 39. The previous question shall not be put unless de­

manded by three senators, whose names shall be entered upon 

the journal, and it shall then be in this form: "Shall the main 

question be now put?" When sustained by a majority of senators 

present it shall preclude all debate, and the roll shall be immed­

iately called on the question or questions before the senate, and 

all incidental questions or questions of order arising after the 

motion is made after the previous question, and pending such mo­

tion, shall be decided whether on appeal or otherwise, without 

debate. 

Priority of Business. 

Rule 40. All questions relating to the priority of business 

shall be decided without debate. 
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Tie Vote. 

Rule 41. The passage of a bill or action on a question is lost 

by a tie vote, but when a vote of the senate is equally divided, 

the lieutenant governor, when presiding, shall have the decid­

ing vote. 

Yeas and Nays. 

Rule 42. The yeas and nays shall be taken when called for 

by one-sixth of all the senators present, and every senator with­

in the bar of the senate shall vote unless excused by the unan­

imous vote of the senate, and the votes shall be entered upon 

the journal, and the names of senators demanding the yeas and 

nays shall also be entered upon the journal. 

Filling Blanks. 

Rule 43. In filling blanks the largest sum and longest time 

shall be nrst put. 

Reading of Papers. 

Rule 44. ·When the reading of any paper is called for, and 

is objected to by any senator, it shall be determined by a vote of 

the senate, and without debate. 

Messages. 

Rule 45. Messages from 'the governor, other state officers, 

and from the house of representatives may be considered at any 

time by consent of the senate. 

,Rules of Debate. 

Rule 46. When any senator is about to speak in debate, or 

submit any matter to me senate, he shall rise from his seat, and 

standing in his place, respectfully address himself to "Mr. Pre;,i 

dent," and when recognized shall, in a courteous manner, confine 

himself to the question under debate, avoiding personalities, and 

when finished, shall resume his seat. No senator shall impeach 

the motives of any other member, nor speak more than twice 

(except for explanation) during the consideration of any one ques­

tion, on the same day, nor a .second time without leave, when 

others who have not spoken desire the floor; but incidental and 

subsidiary questions arising during the debate shall not be con­

sidered the same question. 
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May Call Senator to Order. 

Rule 47. If any senator in speaking, or otherwise, transgress 

the rules of the senate, the president shall, or any senator may, 
call him to order, and when a senator shall be so called to order 

he shall resume his seat and not proceed without leave of the 
senate, which leave, if granted, shall _be upon motion "that he be 

allowed to proceed in order," when if carried, he shall confine 

himself to the question under consideration. 

Points of Order. 

Rule 48. Every decision of points of order by the president 

shall be subject to appeal, and no discussion of a question of 
order shall be allowed except on appeal of tbree senators, and in 

all cases of appeal the que,stion shall be "Shall the decision of 

the chair stand as the judgment of the senate?" 

Breach of Decorum. 

Rule 49. In cases of breaches of decorum or propriety, any 

senawr, officer or other person shall be liable to such censure or 

punishment as the senate may deem proper, and if any senator 
be called to order for offensive or indecorous language or con• 
duct, the person calling him to order shall report the language ,ex­

cepted to, which shall be taken down or noted at the secretary's 

desk, and no member shall be held to answer for any language 
used on the floor of the senate if business has intervened before 

exception to the language was thus taken and noted. 

Recognition by the President. 

Rule 50. Wihen two or more senators rise at the same time 
to address the chair, the president shall name the one who shall 

speak first, giving preference, when practicable, to the mover or 
introducer of the subject under consideration. 

Opening and Closing Debate. 

Rule 51. The author of a bill, motion or resolution shall 
have the privilege of opening and closing debate upon the same, 

unless the previous question has been moved and sustained. 

Protest May Be Entered. 

Rule 52. Any senator or senators may protest against the 

action of the senate upon any question, and have such protest 
entered upon the journal. 
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Question of Privilege. 
Rule 53. Any senator may rise to a question of privilege and 

explain a matter personal to himself by leave of the president, 

but he shall not discuss any pending question in such explana­

tion. 

Absence From Session. 
Rule 54. No senator shall absent himself from the service 

of the senate without leave, except in case of accident or sick­

ness, and u any senator or officer shall absent himself, his per 

diem shall not be allowed or paid him, and no senator, officer or 

attache shall obtain leave of absence or be excused from attend­

ance without the consent of two-thirds of the members present. 

Call of the Senate. 
Rule 55. A call of the senate may be moved by three sen­

ators, whose names .shall be entered upon the journal, and if 

carried by a majority of all present the secretary shall call the 

roll and note the absentees, after which the names of the absen­

tees shall again be called. The doors shall then be closed and 

the sergeant-at-arms directed to take into custody all who may be 

absent without leave, and all the senators so taken into custody 

shall be presented at the bar of the senate for such action as the 

senate may deem proper. 

Absence During Roll Call. 
Rule 56. A senator having been absent during roll call may 

ask to have his name called. 

Election by Roll Call. 
Rule 57. In all cases of election by the senate the votes shall 

be taken viva voce, and no senator or other person shall remain 

by the secretary's desk while the roll is being called or the votes 

are being counted. No senator shall be allowed to vote except 

when within the bar of the senate, nor upon any question in which 

he is in any way personally or directly interested, nor be allowed 

to explain his vote or discuss the question while the yeas and 

nays are being called, nor change his vote after the result has 

been announced. 

Announcement of Vote. 
Rule 58. The announcement of all votes shall be made by the 

president, and the announcement of the result of any vote shall 

not be postponed. 
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Witnesses Before the Senate. 

Rule 59. Witnesses summoned by or on behalf of the senate 

to appear before the senate, or any of its committees, shall be 

paid for each day's attendance three dollars. For each mile 

traveled in coming to the place of examination, ten cents; and 

nothing shall be paid for travel where the witness was served at 

the place of examination, and no mileage shall be paid except 

where ·the witness actually traveled for the purpose of giving 

testimony. 

Use of the Senate Chamber. 

Rule 60. The senate chamber shall not be used for any but 

legislative business during the session, except by permission of 

the senate given by two-thiras vote. 

Admission to Floor of Senate. 

Rule 61. The following classes of persons shall be entitled 

to admission to the floor of the senate during the sessions thereof, 

viz.: 

1. The governor and the speaker of the house of representa-

tives. 

2. The members of the house of representatives.

3. The state officers.

4. Persons in the exercise of official duty, directly connected

with the business of the se:.:iate. 

5. Representatives of the press, as provided in the next rule.

6. The following persons upon presentation of a card of ad­

m tssion to be signed by the president: (a) Deputy state officers 

(b) Such persons as hold limited cards, which cards shall be

taken up by the doorkeeper, upon the expiration of the time for

which they were issued.

Representatives of the Press. 

Rule 62. The president shall designate the persons who are 

entitled to admission as duly accredited· representatives of the 

press, and such persons shall be entitled to such seats as the 

president shall designate, and shall have the right to pass to and 

fro from said seats in entering or leaving the senate chamber. 

Senate Gallery. 

Rule 63. The gallery back of the president's desk is reserved 

for the use of the governor and state officers and their families, 
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for the families of senators, and for members of the house of 

representatives and their families. 

Smoking Not Allowed. 

Rule 64. Smoking shall not be allowed in the senate cham­

ber during the session of the senate, nor shall indecorous con­

duct, boisterous or unbecoming language be permitted there at 

any time. 

Reed's Parliamentary Rules. 

Rule G5. The rules of parliamentary practice as contained in 

Reed's Parliamentary Rules ,shall govern the senate in all cases 

to which they are applicable, and in which they are not inconsist­

ent with the rules and orders of this senate and the joint rules 

or this senate and the house of representatives. 

Suspension of Rules. 

Rule 66. No standing rule or order of this senate shall be 

rescinded or changed without a vote of two-thirds of the members, 

and one day's notice of the motion thereof; but a rule or order 

may be temporarily suspended for a special purpose by a vote of 

two-thirds of the members present. When the suspension of a 

rule is called, and after due notice from the president, no ob­

jection is offered, he may announce the rule suspended, and the 

senate may proced accorci-ngly; but this shall not apply to that 

portion of .Rule 20 relating to the third reading of 1Jills, which 

cannot be surpended. 

Purchase of Supplies. 

Rule 67. The committee on supplies shall order the purchase 

of all necessary supplies and shall carefully audit all bills there­

for before the same are paid. 
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RULES OF THE HOUSE. 

Order of Business. 

Rule 1. Business shall be disposed of in the following order: 

First: Calling the roll and reading the journal of the preced­

ing day. 

Second: Presentation of petitions, memorials and remo11 

strances addressed to the legislature. 

Third: Propositions, motions and resolutions. 

Fourth: Reports of standing committees. 

Fifth: Reports of special committees. 

Sixth: Messages from the senate. 

Seventh: Introduction and first reading of bills. 

Eighth: S,econd reading of bills. 

Ni nth: Third reading of bills. 

Tenth: Orders of the day. 

Eleventh: Other business to be considered. 

Twelfth: Announcement of committee meetings. 

Rule 2. The Committee on Rules and Orders shall have 

charge of the daily calendar of the house, and direct the Clerk 

the order in which the business of the House shall be transacted. 

Rule 3. The speaker shall on each day announce to the house 

the business in order, agreeably to the preceding rule, and no 

business shall be taken up or considered until the class to which 

it belongs shall be declared in order, but messages from the gov­

ernor or senate, or any communication from any state officer, may 

be read at any time. 

Rule 4. The unfinished business at which the house was en­

gaged preceding adjournment shall not be taken up until reached 

in regular order, ana shall then have precedence under such order 

from day to day until finally disposed of. 

Speaker. 

Rule 5. The speaker shall take the chair every day precisely 

at the hour to which the house shall have adjourned on the pre­

ceding day. He shall immediately call the members to order, and 

-6
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on the appearance of a majority of the members, shall cause the 
journal of the preceding day to be read. 

Rule 6. The speaker shall preserve order and decorum, may 
speak to points of order in preference to other members, rising 
from his chair for that purpose, and shall decide questions of 
order, subject to an appeal to the house. 

Rule 7. The speaker shall rise to put a question, but may 
state it sitting. 

Rule 8. The speaker shall have a general direction of the 
house of representatives' room; he shall have the right to name 
any, member to perform the duties of the chair, but such substitu­
tion shall not extend beyond an adjournment. He shall have the 
right to appoint all committees, subject to additional members 
to be named on motion. 

Rule 9. In case of any disturbance or disorderly conduct in 
the lobby, the speaker (or chairman of the whole house} shall 
have the power to order the same to be cleared. 

Appeal from the Chair. 

Rule 10. The decision of the chair may be appealed from by 
any two members, on which appeal no member shall speak more 
than once, unless by leave of the house. 

Quorum. 

Rule 11. Seven members with the speaker, or eight members 
in his absence, having chosen a speaker pro tempore, shall be au­
thorized to call the house, and compel the attendance of absent 
members, making order for their fine and censure, and may ad­
journ. For the purpose of determining whether a quorum be 
present, the speater, or chairman, shall count all members pres­
ent, whether voting or not. 

Rule 12. The time of meeting of the house shall be at lo 
o'clock a. m., and the time of meeting after the noon recess shall 
be 2 o'clock p. m., unless otherwise ordered by the house. 

Rule 13. Questions shall be put in this form, to-wit: "As 
many as are in favor of (as the question shall be) say 'aye';" and 
after the affirmative vote is expressed, "As many as are opposed 
say 'no'." If the speaker is in doubt, or if division is called for, 
the house shall divide. Those in the affirmative on the question 
shall rise in their seats, and the number being announced, those 
in the negative shall rise. 
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Rule 14. When any member is about to speak in debate, or 
deliver any matter to the house, he shall rise from his seat and 
respectfully address himself to Mr. Speaker, and shall confine 

himself to the question under debate, and avoid personalities; and 
no member shall impeach the motive of any member's vote or 
argument. 

Rule 15. If any member in speaking, or otherwise, trans­
gress the rules of the house, the speaker shall, or any member 
may, call him to order, in which case the member so called to 
rrder shall immediately sit down, unless permitted to explain; and 
the house shall, if appealed to, decide the case without debate; if 
there be no appeal, then the decision of the chair shall be sub­
mitted to. If the decision be in favor of the member called to 
order, he shall be at liberty to proceed; if otherwise, and the case 
require it, he shall be liable to the censure of the house. 

Rule 16. If any member be called to order for words spoken 
in debate, the person calling him to order shall repeat the words 
excepted to and they shall be taken down in writing ai the clerk's 
table and no member shall be held to answer, or be subject to the 
censure of the house for words spoken in debate if any other 
member has spoken, or other business has intervened, after the 
words are spoken, and before exception to them shall have been 
ta.ken. 

Rule 17. ·when two or more members rise at once, the 
speaker shall name who 1s first to speak. 

Rule 18. No member shall speak more than twice on the 
same question without leave of the house, except the chairman of 
the committee, or the mover of the question, who may close the 
debate: Provided, That no member shall speak longer than fif­
teen minutes without unanimous consent. 

Rule 19. When a motion is made and seconded it shall be 
stated by the speaker, or, being in writing, it shall be handed to 
the chair aad read aloud before debate. 

Ruie 20. Every motion shall be reduced to writing, if the 
speaker or a member desire it. 

Rule 21. After a moti::m is stated by the speaker, or bill, 
memorial, resolution, petition or remonstrance is read by the 
clerk, it shall be deemed to be in possession of the house, but may 
·be withdrawn at any time by consent of the house, before decision
or amendment.
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Rule 22. When a question is under debate, no motions shall 

be received but the following, in the rank named: 

First Rank-Question of consideration. 

Second Rank-To lay on the table. 

Third Rank-To postpone to a day certain. 
To commit or recommit. 

To postpone indefinitely. 

For the previous question. 

Fourth Rank-To amend. 

Rule 23. When a reading of a paper is called for it s'llall be 

decided by a vote of the house. 

Rule 24. All questions, whether in committee or in the house, 

shall be propounded in the order in which they are named, except 

that in filling blanks the largest sum and the longest time shall 

be first put. 

Indefinite Postponement. 

Rule 25. No motion to postpone indefinitely, having been de­

cid,ed in the negative, shall again be allowed on the same day, 

and at the same stage of the bill or proposition. When a question 

is postponed indefin·tely, the same shall not be acted upon again 

during the session. 

Rule 26. When a motion has once been made and carried in 

the affirmative or negative, it shall be in order for any member 

of the prevailing sic. to move for reconsideration ther,eof, on the 

same day or the next working day tr ereafter. 

Previous Question and Reconsideration. 

Ruie 27. The previous question shall be put ·n this form: 

"Mr. ---- demands the previous question. As many as are 

in rnvor of ordering the previous question will say 'aye';" as 
many as are opposed will say 'no' " This question is not debat­

able and cannot be amended. The results of the motion are as 

follows: If determined in the negative, the consideration goes 

on as if the motion had never been made; if decided in the affirm­

ative, then the presiding officer at once and without debate, pro­
ceeds to put, first, the amendments pending and then the main 

question as amended. If an adjournment is had after the pre­

vious question is ordered the subject comes up the first thing 

after the reading of the journal the next day, and the previous 

question still operates, making the mairi question privileged over 
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all other business, whether new or unfinished. It shall only be 

admitted when aemanded by two-thirds of the members pl'esent, 

and until it is decided shall preclude all amendments and further 

debate on the main question. On motion for the previous oues­

tion, and prior to the seconding of the same, a call of the house 

shall be in order, but after a majority shall have seconded such 

motion, no call shal; be m order prior to the decision of the main 

question. 

Division of Questions. 

Rule 28. A division cannot be demanded as a right by any 

member. It must be made pursuant to a motion stating pr-ecisely 

the divi,sion asked for, which motion can be amended. The 

presiding officer can decide, subject to an appeal to the house, 

that the division proposed cannot be made. Otherwise it is sub­

mitted to the house and decided by it. 

Amendments. 

Rule 29. No motion or proposition on a subject shall 'be ad­

mitted under color of amendment, if different from that under 

consideration. No bill or resolution shall at any time be amended 

by annexing thereto or incorporating any bill or resolution pend­

ing before the house. 

Rule 30. No amendment shall be received to a bill on its 

third reading, but it may be referred or recommitted for the pur­

pose of amendment. A bill may be recommitted at any time be­

fore its passage. 

Petitions, Memorials and Resolutions. 

Rule 31. Petit10ns, memorials and other papers addressed to 

the house may be presented by the speaker or any mem�er, 

and shall not be debated or decided on the day of their being first 

read unless the house shall direct otherwise, but they may be re­

ferred to the committee having the subject-matter thereof under 

consideration, or may lie on the table, to be taken up in the order 

in which they are presented. 

Bills, Joint and Concurrent Resolutions. 

Rule 32. Any member desiring to introduce a bill shall first 

obtain the floor and state that he desires to introduce a bill, _and 

if entitled to do so, the bill shall be sent to the clerk's desk to be 

numbered and all bills shall be read in the order in which they 
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are numbered by the clerk, buc no bill shall be read a first time 

until ev,ery member present entitled to introduce a bill has had 

an opportunity to do so unless otherwise ordered by the house. 

Rule 33. All bills introduced in this house which are in­

tended to amend existing statutes, snail have tile words which 

are amendatory to such existing statute underlined or under­

scored; and such matter as cannot be conveniently underscored 

shall be marked "new matter" by printed words in the margin, 

so that in the printed bills which are presented for the perusal of 

members, such new e>!' amendatory matter shall be easily dis­

cerned. 

Rule 34. Every bill shall be read on three several days un­

less the house deem it expedient to suspend this rule. The first 

reading shall be by title only, unless a majority of the members 

present demand a readmg in full. All bills shall be printed un­

less otherwise ordered by the house, and be referred to commit­

tee after first reading. Bills shall pass to second reading when 

reported back by the committee, unless there shall be a ·unani­

mous report agamst a bill, in which case the vote shall be im­

mediately called for upon the indefinite postponement of the bill. 

Each amendment made by a committee to a bill shall be in 

writing on a separate slip of paper, and shall be securely attached 

to the original bill by a p,i,per fastener. The report of the com­

mittee shall also contain a statement of all amendments agreed 

to by the committee. Any committee report on a bill not con­

forming with this rule shall be returned by the chief clerk of the 

house to the committee for a compliance with this rule without 

further order by the house. Upon second reading, bill shall be 

read section by section in full, and be subject to amendment. 

No amendment shall be considered by the house until it shall have 

been sent to the desk in writing and read by the clerk. All 

amendments adopted on ,second reading shall be securely at­

tached to the original bill by a paper fastener. 

Amendments rejected by the house shall be passed to the 

journal clerk, and the journal shall show the disposition of such 

amendments. When no further amendments shall be offered, the 

speaker shall declare that the bill has passed its second reading. 

The bill, with the amendments, if there be any attached thereto, 

shall be sent to the committee on engrossed bills, which commit­

tee shall see that all amendments are properly engrossed upon 
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the original bill, and the bill returned to the chief clerk before 
the opening of the house on the next succeeding day, and the 
bill shall then come up in the regular order for a third reading. 
Bills on third reading shall be read in full by sections. The only 
question on the •n1rd reading of a bill shall be upon its passage, 
and no amendment shall be entertained. No bill introduced "by 
request" shall be printed until tne committee to which said bill 
has been referred has acted and reported upon the ,same. 

Rule 35. A bill may be advanced on the calendar by a vote 
of three-fifths of all members present voting in the affirmative;

When a bill shall pass, it sha,l be certified to by the 
clerk, together with the vote upon final passage, noting the day 
of its passage at the foot thereof. 

Rule 38, On the final passage of every bill the ayes and noes 
shall be taken and entered upon the journal. 

Rule 39. No engrossed bill, memorial or joint resolution shall 
be sent to the senate until one day after its passage without 
special instructions by the house. That in the event of commit­
tees having a number of bills on the s1Mne subject, of which none 
can be agreed upon by the committee, and it is their wish to pre­
sent a different bill upon the same subject, such bill must be re­
ported to the house and accepted before any of the other bills 
can be recommended for indefinite postponement. 

Ayes and Noes. 

Rule 40. Upon the passage of any question the vote shail be 
taken by ayes and noe:i, and shall be entered upon the journal 
of the house, when demanded by one-sixth of the members pres­
ent. The speaker shall vote when the ayes and noes are called 
for, his name being called last, and in case of an equal division 
the question shall be losi. 

'Voting. 

Rule 41. No member shall vote on any question in the event 
of which he is immediately or particularly interested, or in any 
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case when he was not within the bar of the house, before the last 
name was called, unless by unanimous consent; and when any 
member shall ask leave to vote, the speaker shall propound to 
him the que,stion, "Were you within the bar of the house when the 
last name was called?" 

Rule 42. Upon a division and count of the house on any 
question, no member without the bar shall be counted. 

Duties of Members. 

Rul,e 4.l While the speaker is putting the question no mem­
ber shall walk across or out of the house; nor when a member is 
speaking shall any member entertain private discourse or pass 
between him and the chair. 

Rule 44. Every member who shall be in the house when the 
question was put shall give his vote unless the house for special 
reasons shall excuse him. All motions to excuse a member shall 
be made berore the house divides or before the call of ayes and 
noes is commenced; and any member requesting to be excused 
from voting may make a brief and verbal statement of the rea­
sons for making such request, and the question shall then be 
taken without further debate.

Upon a bill committed to a committee of the whole 
house, the bill shall be read and debated by clauses, leaving the 
preamble to be last considered. The body of the bill shall not be 
defaced or interlined, but all amendments (noting the line and 
page) shall be duly entered by the clerk on a separate paper, 
as the same shall be agreed to by the committee and so reported 
to the house. After a report, the bill shall again be subject to 
be debated and amended by clause-s before a question to en­
gross it b>e taken. 
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Rule 49. The rules of proceedings in the house shall be ob­
served in a committee of the whole house so far as they may be 

applicable, but no member shall be recognized a second time un­

til every member choosing to speak shall have spoken. 

Vetoes. 

Rule 50. The veto message of the governor accompanying 

any bill passed by the house of representatives other than as 

provided in joint rule No. 9, shall be immediately read, together 

with the bill vet·ed. It shall then be in order to proceed to the 
r-ecoiJ.sideration of the bill, or to postpone its consideration to a

day certain. A veto message and a bill, or the message alone,

may be referred, and the bill may be laid on the table.

Such reporters so ap­
pointed shall be entitled to such seats as the speaker shall desig­
nate, and shall have the right to pass to and fro from such seats 
in entering or leaving the chamber of the house of representa­
tives.

Duties of Subordinate Officers and Employes. 

Rule 62. The chief clerk of the house shall see that the 
journal is properly kept, and have general supervision over all 
the clerks, excepting committee clerks while their services are 
required by standing committees. 

Rule 63. The as,5istant chief clerk, reading clerk, minute 
clerk, docket clerk journal clerk and desk clerk shall perform 
the duties of their respective positions under the direction of the 
chief clerk, and shall also perform such other duties as he may 
direct. 

Rule 64. The enrolling clerk i,jhall be under the supervision 
of the committee on enrolled bills when needed. 

. Rule 65. The engrossing clerk ,5hall be under the supervision 
of the committee on engrossed bills when needed. 

Rule 66. The sergeant-at-arms shall attend the house during 
the sittings, announce all messages, preserve order, execute all 
processes issued by authority of the house and directed to him 
by the speaker. He shall see that the hall of the house and ad­
joining rooms are kept clean, well heated and ventilated and that 
the furniture is kept in good order and repair. He shall purchase 
supplies as may be ordered by the house. He shall also have gen­
eral superv:iision of the work of the assistant sergeant-at-arms, 
the doorkeepers, postmasters, bill clerks, watchman, messengers, 
pages and janitors, and shall see that they properly perform the 
duties of their respective positions and such other duties as he 
shall assign them. 
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Rule 67. All clerks, excepting when acting under assignment, 

shall report to the chief clerk or assistant for duty one hour be­

fore the opening of each daily session. All otner employes of the 

house, excepting the watchman, shall report for duty to the ser­

geant-at-arms daily at 9 a. m. 

Rule 68. Any officer or employe of th,e house who neglects 

or refuses to perform any duty assigned to him, or shall be found 

in a state of intoxication, shall when reported to the house in 

writing by the chief clerk, sergeant-at-arms; or the chairman of 

any standing committee, be subject to a reprimand, and for a 

second offense be removed by a majority vote of the house.

ARTICLE VIII.-STATE, COUNTY, AND MUNICIPAL 
INDEBTEDNESS. 

Section 1. The state may, to meet casual deficits or State indebt­

continent to the termination of the boundary line between 

the United States and British possessions at a point in the 

Pacific ocean equi-distant between Bonnilla point on Van­

couver's Island and Tatoosh Island lighthouse; thence 

running in a southerly course and parallel with the coast 

line, keeping one marine league off shore, to place of 

beginning.

AMENDMENT 1. 

Art. 16. Sec. 5. Investment of School Fund.-None of 

the permanent school fund of this state shall ever be 

loaned to private persons or corporations, but it may be 

invested in national, state, county, municipal, or school 

district bonds.

Art. 6. Sec. 1. Qualifications of Voters.-All male per­

sons of tlie age of twenty-one years or over, possessing 

the following qualifications, shall be entitled to vote at all 

elections: They shall be citizens of the United States; 

they shall have lived in the state one year, and in the 

county ninety days, and in the city, town, ward, or precinct 

thirty days immediately preceding the election at which 

they offer to vote; they shall be able to read and speak 

fae English language: Provided, That Indians not taxed 

shall never be allowed the elective franchise: And further 

provided, That this amendment shall not affect the right of 

franchise of any person who is now a qualified elector of 

this state. The Legislature shall enact laws defining the 

manner of ascertaining the qualifications of voters as to 

their ability to read and speak the English language, and 

providing for punishment of persons voting or registering 

in violation of the provisions of this section.

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AMENDMENT 4. 

Art. 1. Sec. 11. Absolute freedom of conscience in all 

matters of religious sentiment, belief and worship, shall 

be guaranteed to every individual, and no one shall be 

molested or be disturbed in person or property on account 

of religion; but the liberty of conscience hereby secured 

shall not be so construed as to excuse acts of licentiousness 

or justify practices inconsistent with the peace and safety 

of the state. No public money or property shall be appro­

priated for or applied to any religious worship, exercise, or 

instruction, or support of any religious establishment. Pro­

vided, however, That this article shall not be so construed 

as to forbid the employment by the state of a chaplain 

for the state penitentiary, and for such of the state re­

formatories as in the discretion of the Legislature may 

seem justified. No religious qualification shall be required 

for any public office or employment, nor shall any person 

be incompetent as a witness or juror, in consequence of 

his opinion on matters of religion, nor be questioned in any 

court of justice touching his religious belief to affect the 

weight of his testimony.
