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during the trip or voyage, or in which the trip or
voyage may begin or terminate. In no instance
shall any accused person before final judgment be
compelled to advance money or fees to secure the
rights herein guaranteed.’’

CHAPTER 14.

PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT RELATING TO
EXPENDITURE OF MONEY IN STATE TREASURY.

AN Act providing for the amendment of Section 4 of Article 8 of
the Constitution of the State of Washington relating to the
expenditure of moneys in the state treasury. '

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of

Washington :

Sectrox 1. That at the general election to be
held in this state on the Tuesday next succeeding
the first Monday in November, 1922, there shall be
submitted to the qualified electors of the state, for
their adoption and approval or rejection, an amend-
ment to section 4 of article 8 of the constitution of
the State of Washington, so that the same shall,
when amended, read as follows:

Section 4. No moneys shall ever be paid out of
the treasury of this state, or any of its funds, or
any of the funds under its management, except in
pursuance of an appropriation by law; nor unless
such payment be made within one calendar month
after the end of the next ensuing fiscal biennium,
and every such law making a new appropriation, or
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continuing or reviving an appropriation, shall dis-
tinctly specify the sum appropriated, and the object
to which it is to be applied, and it shall not be suf-
ficient for such law to refer to any other law to fix
such sum.

The following sum, or as much
thereof as shall be found necessary, is hereby ap-
propriated out of the general fund in the state
treasury for the fiscal term ending March 31, 1921:
For THE BoARD OF CHIROPRACTIC EEXAMINERS:

Expenses‘of all kinds.............c i .. $1,249.78

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the support of
the state government and its existing institutions
and shall take effect immediately.
