HIGHWAYS IN ISLAND COUNTIES.

AN Actr making appropriations for the construction and rain-
tenance of highways in counties composed entirely of islands,
and declaring that this act shall take effect immediately.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Secrion 1. For the construction and mainten-
ance of highways in counties composed entirely of
islands there is hereby appropriated from any
moneys in the state treasury to the credit of Island
and San Juan counties, respectively, in the perma-
nent highway fund, the following sums: )

For Island County.................. $24,483.57

For San Juan County................ $9,628.67
Which sums shall be immediately transmitted to
the county treasurers of the respective counties.

Sec. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate
support of the state government and its existing
public institutions and shall take effect immediately.
