COMMISSION MERCHANTS.

AN Act appropriating $20,000, or so much thereof as may be
necessary, not exceeding collections, out of the commission
merchants’ fund, for the purpose of enforcing chapter 194 of
the laws of 1925 and amendments thereto for the fiscal
period beginning April 1st, 1933, and ending March 31st, 1935.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. That there is hereby appropriated
out of the commission merchants’ fund created by
chapter 67 of the Laws of 1933 for the fiscal period
beginning April 1st, 1933, and ending March 31st,
1935, the sum of $20,000, or so much thereof as may
be necessary, but in no event exceeding collections
for such fund, said money to be expended under the
direction of the director of agriculture solely for the
purpose of enforcing chapter 194 of the Laws of the
Extraordinary Session of 1925, and amendments
thereto.
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
