CHAPTER 25.

{ H. B. 400, Session of 1845, ]
UNIFORM WASHINGTON FOOD, DRUG, AND
COSMETIC ACT.

(The following section of chapter 257, Laws of 1945, origi-
nally passed by the Twenty-Ninth'Legislature, was passed over
the Governor’s veto by the Thirtieth Legislature.)

Sec. 91. The authority to promulgate regula-
tions for the efficient enforcement of this act is
hereby vested in the Director: Provided, however,
. That the Director shall designate the Washington
State Board of Pharmacy to carry out all the provi-
sions of this act pertaining to drugs and cosmetics,
with authority to promulgate regulations for the
efficient enforcement thereof.

Above section vetoed by the Governor, March 19,
1945.

Passed the House, notwithstanding the veto of
the Governor, February 7, 1947.

Passed the Senate, notwithstanding the veto of
the Governor, February 19, 1947.
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
