MOTOR VEHICLE DRIVERS’ LICENSES.

AN ACT relating to motor vehicle drivers’ licenses; and adding
a new section to chapter 12, Laws of 1961 and to chapter
46.20 RCW.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Section 1. There is added to chapter 12, Laws of
1961 and to chapter 46.20 RCW a new section to
read as follows:

A Washington state motor vehicle driver’s li-
cense issued to any person serving in the armed
forces of the United States, if valid and in force and
effect while such person is serving in the armed
forces, shall remain in full force and effect so long
as such service continues unless the same is sooner
suspended, canceled, or revoked for cause as pro-
vided by law and for not to exceed ninety days
following the date on which the holder of such driv-
er’s license is honorably separated from service in
the armed forces of the United States.
