UNINCORPORATED AREA WITHIN CERTAIN
FIRST CLASS CITIES.

AN ACT relating to the incorporation of areas lying wholly within
the limits of certain cities of the first class,

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Any unincorporated area now lying
Area wholly within the limits of any city of the first class
becomes part
of city. having a population of 250,000 or upwards is hereby

declared to be incorporated in, and to become a part
of, the territorial limits of such city, and same shall
be subject to the jurisdiction, laws and ordinances
relating thereto: Provided, That no property so
situated and so incorporated shall ever be taxed or
assessed to pay any portion of the existing indebt-
edness of such city at the time this act shall take
effect and contracted prior to, or existing, at the
date of the passage of this act.
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
