CHAPTER 137.

LIMITATION OF ACTIONS UPON JUDGMENTS.

AN Acr relating to the limitation of actions upon judgments and
amending Section 27 of the Code of Washington Territory
of 1881.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Sectiox 1. That section 27 of the Code of
Washington Territory of 1881, (section 157 of Rem-
ington’s Compiled Statutes; section 8162 of Pierce’s
1919 Code) be amended to read as follows:

Section 27. Within six years:

1. An action upon a judgment or decree of any
court of the United States, or of any state or terri-
tory within the United States, or of any territory or
possession of the United States outside the boun-
daries thereof, or of any extra-territorial court of
the United States.

2. An action upon a contract in writing, or
liability express or implied arising out of a written
agreement.

3. An action for the rents and profits or for the
use and occupation of real estate.
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
