DEFICIENCIES IN PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS.

AN AcT relating to deficiencies in public institutions, offices and
departments of the state, providing penalties, and fixing
liabilities for violations thereof, and repealing certzin acts
relating thereto. )

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington: -

Section 1. That chapter XXXV (35) of the
Laws of 1895, pages 58 to 59, (sections 5497 to
5500 of Remington’s Compiled Statutes; sections
6571 to 6574 of Pierce’s Code) shall be and is here-
by repealed: Provided, That -such repeal shall not
be construed to affect any rights acerued, or any
liability, either civil or eriminal, incurred under the
provisions of said act repealed: And provided fur-
ther, That such repeal shall not operate to revive
any act repealed thereby.
