APPROPRIATION FOR A NAVAL AND MARINE CORPS
RESERVE ARMORY AT TACOMA.

AN~ ACT making an appropriation for the construction of a
naval and marine corps reserve armory at Tacoma, Wash-
ington.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated the upnop.a

sum of one hundred forty-six thousand two hun-
dred fifty dollars ($146,250), or so much thereof as
may be necessary, from the general fund of the
State of Washington for the construction of a naval
and marine corps reserve armory at Tacoma, Wash-
ington, to be expended independently of or in con-
junction with funds allocated by the Federal, county
or state governments or agencies or in conjunction
with funds allocated for work or national defense
projects: Provided, That the above appropriation
shall become available only upon written approval
of the Governor.
