QUALIFICATIONS OF APPOINTIVE OFFICERS AND

EMPLOYEES OF CITIES AND TOWNS.

AN ACT relating to residential qualifications of appointive offi-
cers and employees of cities and towns; and repealing all
acts and parts of acts In conflict therewith.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SECTION 1. Any city or town may by ordinance Cities and
tons tof its legislative authority determine whether there dete r mine

shall be any residential qualifications for any or all tiosao

of its appointive officials or employees, and in eventapones
such legislative authority does not fix any residen-
tial qualifications for any of such officials or em-
ployees, there shall be none: Provided, This act shall
not authorize a city or town to change any fesidential
qualifications prescribed in any city charter for any
appointive official or employee.
