GRAIN—STANDARD WEIGHTS.

AN Acrt fixing standard weights of containers for wheat and
corn flours, corn meals, hominy, and hominy grits, and pro-
viding a penalty.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioN 1. It is unlawful for any person, part-
nership, corporation, company, cooperative society,
or organization to pack for sale, sell, offer or expose
for sale any of the following commodities, except in
containers of net avoirdupois weights of five, ten,
twenty-five, fifty, and one hundred pounds, and mul-
tiples of one hundred pounds; wheat flour, self-ris-
ing wheat flour, phosphated wheat flour, bromated
flour, enriched flour, enriched self-rising flour, en-
riched bromated flour, corn flour, corn meals, hom-
iny and hominy grits: Provided, That these provi-
sions shall not apply to (1) the retailing of flours,
meals, hominy and hominy grits direct to the con-
sumer from bulk stock, or (2) the sale of flours and
meals to commercial bakers or blenders in containers
of more than one hundred pounds or for export, or
(3) flours, meals, hominy and hominy grits packed
in containers the net contents of which are less than
five pounds, or (4) the exchange of wheat for flour
by mills grinding for toll.

SeEc. 2. Any violation of this act is a misde-
meanor.
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
