There is hereby appropriated out of tjgPn~.ra'
the general fund of the State of Washington the expenses.

sum of four hundred seventy-five thousand dollars
($475,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary,
to be used for the purpose of paying the expenses,
except legislative printing, of the Thirtieth Legis-
lature of the State of Washington.

SEC. 2. This act is necessary for the immediate Emergency.

support of the state government and its existing
public institutions and shall take effect immediately.
