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the amounts due the various state funds according
to the levy used in extending such tax and those
amounts shall immediately become due and owing
to the various state funds, to be paid to the state
treasurer in the same manner as taxes extended on
the regular tax roll.

CHAPTER 114.

FRAUD IN OBTAINING TELEPHONE OR TELEGRAPH
SERVICE.

AN ACT relating to the obtaining of telephone or telegraph
service through the use of deceit or fraud, and making the
same a misdemeanor.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

Illegal SECTION 1. Every person who, with intent to
conduct

evade the provisions of any order of the Washington
public service commission or of any tariff, rule or
regulation lawfully filed with said commission by
any telephone or telegraph company, or with intent
to defraud, obtains telephone or telegraph service
from any telephone or telegraph company through
the use of a false or fictitious name or telephone
number or the unauthorized use of the name or
telephone number of another, or through any other

Penalty. trick, deceit or fraudulent device, shall be guilty of
a misdemeanor.
