CRIMES—DANGEROUS WEAPONS.

AN Acr relating to crimes and punishment; and amending sec-
tion 929, Code of 1881, as last amended by section 1, chapter
93, Laws of 1957, and RCW 9.41.250.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SEcTioN 1. Section 929, Code of 1881, as last
amended by section 1, chapter 93, Laws of 1957, and
RCW 9.41.250 are each amended to read as follows:

Every person who shall manufacture, sell or
dispose of or have in his possession any instrument
or weapon of the kind usually known as slung shot,
sand club, or metal knuckles, or spring blade knife,
or any knife the blade of which is automatically re-
leased by a spring mechanism or other mechanical
device, or any knife having a blade which opens, or
falls, or is ejected into position by the force of grav-
ity, or by an outward, downward, or centrifugal
thrust or movement; who shall furtively carry with
intent to conceal any dagger, dirk, pistol, or other
dangerous weapon; or who shall use any contrivance
or device for suppressing the noise of any firearm,
shall be guilty of a gross misdemeanor.
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
