Such petition shall be signed by
not less than fifteen percent of the registered voters
within the area so described. No person signing the
petition may withdraw his name therefrom after
filing.

The petition shall be filed with the auditor of the
county within which the proposed district is located,
accompanied by an obligation signed by two or more
petitioners, agreeing to pay the cost of the publica-
tion of the notice provided for in RCW 36.69.040.
The county auditor shall, within thirty days from
the date of filing the petition, examine the signatures
and certify to the sufficiency or insufficiency thereof;
and for that purpose shall have access to all regis-
tration books or records in the possession of the reg-
istration officers of the election precincts included,
in whole or in part, within the proposed district. Such
books and records shall be prima facie evidence of
the truth of the certificate.

If the petition is found to contain a sufficient
number of signatures of qualified persons, the audi-
tor shall transmit it, together with his certificate of
sufficiency attached thereto, to the county commis-
sioners who shall by resolution entered upon their
minutes, receive it and fix a day and hour when they
will publicly hear the petititon, as provided in RCW
36.69.040.
